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The name "Bolivia" conjures up some v ery dispar ate images in people's heads: llamas, condors, the

High Andes, Lak e Titicaca, and perhaps the place where Che Guev ara, Butch Cassidy and the Sundance
Kid met their ends... These are only a small portion of what this large, v aried, and remarkably

under appreciated country has to offer! From a biogeogr aphic point of view , Bolivia is placed at the
junction of some of the richest and most v aried of South America's habitats: Amaz onian r ainforest,
pantanal, desert -lik e chaco , humid cloudforest, altiplano , and the unique arid interior v alleys. Giv en the
variet y of habitats, Bolivia is a rich country (at least in biodiv ersit y), with about 1400 bird species (and
this without a coastline! Don't remind Bolivians of that loss, howev er, as it still stings). Our tour took us
across three quarters of the country , allowing us to sample most of these habitats, passing through its

three largest cities: Santa Cruz de la Sierr a, Cochabamba, and LaP az. As we sa w, the landscape, the
people, and (of course) the birds change prett y dr astically , as well.

Around Santa Cruz, the cattle-r anching center of the country ,theland isr ather flat, with sev  eral v ery
distinct habitats: the patches of forest here are part of a local biome called "Chiquitano ," which
represents the tr  ansition between the southernmost Amaz onian humid forest and the dry , arid chaco .
The Chiquitano forest is a semi-deciduous forest that is home to sev eral species from both Amaz  onia
and the chaco . Open areas, which ha ve been widely used for cattle gr azing or cultiv ation, ha ve
conspicuous termite mounds, and represent the western edge of the Br azilian "cerr ado." W et areas here
show affinities with the P antanal, only about 500 km to the east. In this area, we spent time in the

open habitat around Viru-  viru airport, perhaps one of the worlds best birding airports! Rheas stalk ed
the gr asslands as Br azilian T eal splashed-down in nearb  y sloughs, Burrowing Owls w  atched us curiously
from sentinel perches, Guir  a Cuck oos str aggled from one bush island to the next, and sev eral r aptors
circled o verhead. Some specialties we encountered here and nowhere else were the attr activ e Choto y
Spinetail, the mockingbird-lik e Gray Monjita, and R  ed- winged Tinamou. W e also visited the Santa Cruz
Botanical Gardens, where a small pond allowed us fantastic looks at R ufous-sided Cr ake, Least Grebe,
and ev en a Cap ybar a. The nearb y Chiquitano woodland pro  vided sev eral woodcreepers, the

undescribed "Monte T yrannulet," Black -back ed Grosbeak, F awn-breasted W ren, White-back ed Fireey e,
and ev en a female Stripe-back  ed Antbird. South of the cit y, a visit to the Lomas de Arena reserv egave
us looks at Spot -back ed Puffbird, Gr ay-headed Kite, Y ellow -tufted W oodpeck er, Striped Cuck 00, Rufous
Casiornis, Whistling Heron, and others.

Santa Cruz has so much to offer the visiting birder , but we had to pull ourselv es away and head into the
foothills to the west. Some brief birding stops along the "Old R oad to Cochabamba” ga ve us fine
opportunities to see unexpected r aptors such as White Ha  wk and Or ange-breasted F alcon, and a flock
with four vultures: T urk ey, Black, King, and Condor! Skulking Ochre-cheek ed Spinetails, Saffron-billed
Sparrows, and wonderful views of a Black -capped Antwren were part of our brief time spent in the
Bermejo/Samaipata foothills. This is another area that begs to be explored further ,butwe hadaw ays
to go and little time to spare!

After another stop or two , we arriv ed in the dust y, noisy town of Comar apa. Although it appears to be

little more than a stop on the bus route from Cochabamba to Santa Cruz, it is nev ertheless the largest
town in the area, and thus a local center . Comar apa rests in the center of the unique Bolivian "V alle”
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region, a series of arid intermontane v alleys at the border of Santa Cruz and Cochabamba departments

which are home to man y of Bolivia's true endemic birds: Bolivian Blackbird, Bolivian Earthcreeper , Cliff
Parakeet, and R ed-fronted Maca w. The first three we sa  w well, but the lastw  as a bit more frustr  ating.
Most ev ery one managed to see a distant group of four as they flew high o verhead, but only one carload
was fortunate enough to see an additional two flocks! Last time we use *those* taxi driv ers!

A little higher up , the massif usually referred to as "Siberia" (and, as we found out, it can be prett y
goll-durned cold!) pro  vided us with our first taste of the humid Andean cloudforest (the "Y ungas") as
well as drier montane scrub . Here, we sa w our first Scarlet -bellied Mountain- Tanagers, Spectacled and
Brown-capped R edstarts, P earled T reerunners, White-throated T yrannulets (with their cottonball

throats) and T rilling T apaculo (our first of four Scytalopus tapaculos... All of which we sa w during the
tour! Nearly unprecidented!), among others in the Y ungas and the handsome Oliv  e-crowned

Crescentchest, R ufous-capped Antshrik e, Rusty-browed W arbling-Finch, and Spot  -breasted Thornbird in
the drier scrub

After afew da ys around Comar apa, we finally bade it, and the ev er-helpful Don Tito of the Hotel
Paraiso, farewell and headed on to the cit y of Cochabamba. Cochabamba is the third-largest cit y in the
country and sits in another dry intermontane v alley . Howev er, just to its north is a high way that crosses

over to the humid Amaz  onian slope, and whichga  ve us sev eral opportunities to get to know the Y ungas

birds better . Such little jewels as R ufous-capped Thornbill, Great Sapphirewing, Ameth yst -throated
Sunangel, and Violet -throated Starfrontlet mingled with the lik es of Plushcap , Chestnut -bellied
Mountain- Tanager, Golden-collared T anager, Black -throated Thistletail, Buff =~ -banded T yrannulet, and
Rufous-faced Antpitta. Flocks were ey e-catching, o verwhelming, and frustr  ating all at the same time.
Some r ain interfered with our birding the lower elev ations better , but we nev ertheless managed to get
Striped T reehunter , Black -streak ed Puffbird, Haz el-fronted Py gmy-Tyrant, and Ochre-faced T ody -Tyrant,
among other deniz  ens of the mid-elev  ation Y ungas. Also near Cochabamba is the impressiv e road up
Cerro T unari, our first introduction to truly high elev ation! From the dry slopes where we spied Brown-
back ed Mockingbird, Giant Hummingbird, W edge-tailed Hillstar , and Cochabamba Mountain-Finch
cavorted. A"m ystery earthcreeper" that Da vid and others ha ve seen hereiny ears past is still at the
same site, and offered more clues to it's identit y: probably a previously unappreciated form of Bolivian
Earthcreeper (but this needs to be in vestigated further). W e continued up the slope to higher

elev ations, reaching the Puna, replete with hoards of confusing, wintering ground-t yrants, White-
winged Diuca-Finches, and Bar  -winged Cinclodes... not to mention alpacas and llamas b y the bushel
("Hello!).

Eventually , our time r an out in Cochabamba, and we headed on tow ards La P az, but not before

checking a lak e beside the high way with two of Bolivia's three flamingos: Chilean and Andean. Other

stops along the w ay rew arded us with a pair of Aplomado F alcons defending their nest, Plain-back ed
Tit-Spinetail, sev eral canasteros, R ock Earthcreeper , Puna Miner , and our first Black Siskins. The driv e
to La P az was long, and we arriv. ed plent y ready for some sleep . The next morning found us visiting "La
Cumbre" ("the ridgecrest"), the highest point on the Coroico road, where fresh snow la y on the ground,
and R ufous-bellied Seedsnipe for  aged at the edge of a peat bog. W e descended into adr amatic v alley
and look ed for other "abo ve-treeline" birds such as sierr a-finches, canasteros, and such. By afternoon,
weOd reached the upper edge of treeline, and pulled out such things as Diademed T apaculo , Light -
crowned Spinetail, and Andean P arakeet. The following da vy, we explored farther down the Coroico road
and found Upland Antshrik e, Swainson's Fly catcher , Blue-crowned T rogon, S wallow T anager, and
Greenish Puffleg. The lastda  y of the tour , we headed west to the shore of the famous Lago Titicaca,

home of the Titicaca Flightless Grebe, among man y other w aterbirds, then passed the impressiv e
lllampu massif into the Sor ata v alley to see the endemic Berlepsch's Canastero . Onthe driv e out, an
unexpected Short -eared Owlw as spotted sitting fearlessly beside the road, one of the few records from
Bolivia's altiplano!

| guess its safe to sa y that the trip had its "ups and downs" (both liter ally as well as figur  ativ ely), what
with tempor arily lost items, some logistical adv entures, and luck, both good and bad, with the birds...

but | hope all of y  ou who joined us will look back on'y our experience in Bolivia fondly and remember

the beautiful sights, and beautiful sites, we witnessed in this country . As the dev elopment of Bolivia's
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rieaging ecotourism mnaustry 1impro VES, DIraing tours nere wii only get netuer!

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Rheidae

GREATER RHEA (Rhea americana)
Quite a few of these stately ratites were seen well by all near the Santa Cruz airport. Happily, they don't appear
to be a problem for planes landing and taking off.

Tinamidae

HOODED TINAMOU (Nothocercus nigrocapillus)
Heard near Canadon on the Chapare Road.

BROWN TINAMOU (Crypturellus obsoletus)
Heard in lower Yungas habitats along the Chapare and Coroico roads.

UNDULATED TINAMOU (Crypturellus undulatus)
One "Fon-fon" was seen by some at the S.C. Botanical Gardens. Others were heard there.

RED-WINGED TINAMOU (Rh ynchotus rufescens)
Good views of quite a few of these large tinamous were had by all at the Santa Cruz airport. More importantly,
we enjoyed their haunting song.

WHITE-BELLIED NO THURA (Nothur a bor aquir a)
A lucky few got to see this small grassland tinamou at the Santa Cruz airport.

DARWIN'S NO THURA (Nothur a darwinii)
Heard whistling away at a windy, grassy point on the road from Comarapa to Siberia.

Podicipedidae
LEAST GREBE (T achybaptus dominicus)
Several at the pond in the SC Botanical Gardens.

PIED-BILLED GREBE (P odilymbus podiceps)

One or two sharp-eyed participants spotted this grebe at the pond in the SC Botanical Gardens.
WHITE- TUFTED GREBE (R ollandia rolland)
SHORT-WINGED GREBE (R ollandia micropter a)

Endemic to a few lakes in the Titicaca basin, we all enjoyed good looks at this grebe.

SILVERY (ANDEAN) GREBE (P odiceps occipitalis juninensis)
One seen in the lake at La Cumbre near La Paz

Phalacrocoracidae

NEOTROPIC CORMORANT (Phalacrocor ax br asilianus)
A few seen in a pond on the way to Saipina and some other water bodies.

Ardeidae
WHISTLING HERON (S yrigma sibilatrix)
Seen mostly at a distance near the Santa Cruz airport, one or two also at Lomas de Arena.

COCOI HERON (Ardea cocoi)
One seen Beeing the scene at Laguna Alalay, Cochabamba.
GREAT EGRET (Ardea alba)
SNOWY EGRET (Egretta thula)
CATTLE EGRET (Bubulcus ibis)
STRIATED HERON (Butorides striata striata)
One at Laguna Alalay, Cochabamba.

BLACK-CROWNED NIGHT -HERON (Ny cticor ax n ycticor ax)
Birds at higher elevations are the darker subspecies hoactl.

Ciconiidae
MAGUARI ST ORK (Ciconia maguari)
A pair of these magnibcent storks was spotted at Lomas de Arena.

Threskiornithidae

ANDEAN IBIS (Theristicus br  anickii)
We saw a few of these shaggy-necked ibis on our bnal day of the tour, some near Ms. Wool-Baron's house, and
another immature above Sorata at very close quarters!

PUNA IBIS (Plegadis ridgw  ayi)
Widespread and common in most Andean water bodies.

Phoenicopteridae
CHILEAN FLAMINGO (Phoenicopterus chilensis)
A fairly large concentration in the lake near the Oruro spur to the highway, another two spotted at Titicaca.

ANDEAN FLAMINGO (Phoenicopterus andinus)
Quite a few of these rare and attractive 3amingos were present among the Chileans at the "Oruro Spur Lake"

Anatidae

FULVOUS WHISTLING-DUCK (Dendrocy  gna bicolor)
A few of these otherwise lowland-living duck were at Laguna Alalay, Cochabamba

ANDEAN GOOSE (Chloephaga melanopter  a)
Some distant geese on the lake near Oruro, but much better views were had on the last day of the tour near La
Paz

BRAZILIAN TEAL (Amaz onetta br asiliensis)
Seen our brst day at the Santa Cruz airport

TORRENT DUCK (Merganetta armata garleppi)
One male was seen near the tunnel along the Chapare road.

SPECKLED (SHARP- WINGED) TEAL (Anas fla virostris 0 xypter a)
This handsome duck was fairly common in most Andean wetlands.

CRESTED DUCK (Anas specularioides alticola)
A few seen at the highest-elevation lakes we visited.

YELLOW-BILLED PINT AIL (Anas georgica spinicauda)
Seen in the larger Andean lakes we visited

WHITE-CHEEKED PINT AIL (Anas bahamensis rubrirostris)
One individual of this usually-lowland duck was at Laguna Alalay, Cochabamba

PUNA TEAL (Anas puna)
Common in most Andean wetlands, especially Lago Titicaca.

SILVER TEAL (Anas v ersicolor)
One "lost" individual was at Laguna Alalay. It is possible this is the same individual that was seen here by an FG
tour in 2004 (1), at which time it was the brst record for the area.

CINNAMON TEAL (Anas cy anopter a orinomus)
Seen at Laguna Alalay and Lago Titicaca.

RED SHOVELER (Anas platalea)
A pretty durned rare duck, and a great view of a pair at Laguna Alalay, thanks to Harry's spotting!

ROSY-BILLED POCHARD (Netta peposaca)
Another rare duck, with at least one pair spotted on Laguna Alalay. A pretty good record!

ANDEAN DUCK (Oxyur a ferruginea)
This is probably best considered a subspecies of Ruddy Duck, based on genetic studies.
Cathartidae
BLACK VULTURE (Cor agyps atr atus)
TURKEY VULTURE (Cathartes aur a ruficollis)
One of the few birds that was seen EVERY DAY of the tour! Pretty versatile, eh?

ANDEAN CONDOR (V ultur gryphus)
First seen in the foothills of the Bermejo/Samaipata area, we got some great close looks near Comarapa. West of

Cochabamba, they seemed to peeter out again.

KING VUL TURE (Sarcor amphus papa)
A few seen in the Bermejo/Samaipata area, including a few young birds that had Solitary Eagle written all over
them. | swear!

Accipitridae
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GRAY-HEADED KITE (Leptodon ca yanensis)
One seen circling over the end of the road at Lomas de Arena was unexpected.

WHITE- TAILED KITE (Elanus leucurus)
One Bying over at Lomas de Arena gave us a nice view of its underwing pattern.

SNAIL KITE (R ostrhamus sociabilis)
A few spotted at the Santa Cruz airport and on the way to and from Lomas de Arena.

CINEREOUS HARRIER (Circus cinereus)
Several quick glances on the longer drives bnally gave way to a Pne view of a male working the hillsides above
Sorata.

PLAIN-BREA STED HAWK (Accipiter v entr alis)
One seen well in the evening at Tunal, with another glimpse elsewhere.

WHITE HA WK (Leucopternis albicollis)
Unexpected was a pair of these soaring over the foothills near Bermejo/Samaipata.

HARRIS' HA WK (P arabuteo unicinctus)
A few roosting on the columnar cacti in the Comarapa/Saipina area... much as they do in Arizona.

BLACK-CHESTED BUZ ZARD-EAGLE (Ger anoaetus melanoleucus)
Amazingly, we spotted only one of these oddly-shaped Buteos (as recent molecular studies have conbrmed it to
be) on the drive between Cochabamba and La Paz.

ROADSIDE HA WK (Buteo magnirostris satur atus)
Common at most lower elevations, this form, saturatus, is quite distinctive from the grayer birds farther north
and west in Amazonia.

SHORT-TAILED HA WK (Buteo br achyurus)
Seen on the Chapare and Coroico roads... In Bight, of course.

WHITE- THROATED HAWK (Buteo albigula)
One seen brielBy on the day we drove to Saipina.

WHITE- TAILED HA WK (Buteo albicaudatus)
Seen at a distance at the Santa Cruz airport.

RED-BACKED HA WK (Buteo poly osoma)
This and Puna Hawk are often lumped into "Variable Hawk (B. polysoma)." Red-backed is the lower-elevation bird,
and is smaller. Whether maintaining the two as separate species or lumping them is the best route has yet to be
decided (and the debate is pretty heated, | can tell you!). Either way, we're pretty sure we saw both on this
trip... Pretty sure...

PUNA HAWK (Buteo poecilochrous)
Puna Hawk is the large "Variable Hawk" that can be found above treeline in the high Andes.

BLACK-AND-CHESTNUT EAGLE (Oroaetus isidori)
A few folks glimpsed on of these By over the trees at the pipeline on the Chapare road, but thankfully Bruce
spied a young one circling out in the open on the lower Coroico road so everyone could bathe in the splender of
this oddly-shaped hawk-eagle.

Falconidae
MOUNTAIN CARACARA (Phalcoboenus megalopterus)
It may be a common bird, but it shore is purty, ain't it?

SOUTHERN CARACARA (Car acar a plancus)
"Scaracaras" are the common caracara in the eastern lowlands and dry intermontane valleys of Bolivia. Formerly
considered conspecibc with Crested Caracara (AKA "Ccaracaras."), the two forms have been split with Amazonia
acting as the main barrier.

YELLOW-HEADED CARACARA (Milv ago chimachima)
A few seen around Santa Cruz.

COLLARED FOREST-FALCON (Micr astur semitorquatus)
One heard and drawn in with playback at the SC Botanical Gardens.

AMERICAN KESTREL (F alco sparv erius aequatorialis)
Common in most open habitats in Bolivia.
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N  APLOMADO FALCON (Falco femor alis)
We had some nice views of Aplomados. At one lunch spot, two were defending their eyrie on a cliff from a

menacing Red-backed Hawk. Another landed right beside us above Sorata, affording good views.

BAT FALCON (Falco rufigularis)
Dave spotted one perched several km's away at the unusual elevation of about 2500m in the Chapare. Another

was spotted along the Coroico road.

ORANGE-BREASTED FALCON (Falco deiroleucus)
One seen in the foothills around the Bermejo/Samaipata area.

PEREGRINE FALCON (Falco peregrinus cassini)
One seen on the return trip from Saipina to Comarapa.

Cracidae

CHACO CHACHALACA (Ortalis canicollis)
Heard and seen (mostly Bying) at Lomas de Arena.

ANDEAN GU AN (P enelope montagnii sclateri)

Aramidae
LIMPKIN (Ar amus guar auna)

Rallidae

RUFOUS-SIDED CRAKE (Later allus melanophaius)
The pair at the pond in the SC Botanical Gardens must be the easiest pair to see anywhere!

GRAY-NECKED WOOD-RAIL (Ar amides cajanea cajanea)
One glimpsed by a lucky few at the SC Botanical Gardens.

PLUMBEOUS RAIL (P ardir allus sanguinolentus tschudii)
This is one of those rare rails that is actually rather a bit of an exhibitionist. No need for tapes and poor looks

through tall grass...

COMMON MOORHEN (Gallinula chloropus)

ANDEAN (SLA TE-COLORED) COOT (Fulica ardesiaca)
A pretty large and bulky coot that is common on Andean lakes. Still, it's dwarfed by the next species...

GIANT COO T (Fulica gigantea)
We saw Giant Coot on one of the lakes at La Cumbre near La Paz, and another lake on the way back from Sorata

was chock full-o-em.

Cariamidae

RED-LEGGED SERIEMA (Cariama cristata)
Its haunting cry was heard at Lomas de Arena. Alas, a view was not to be had...

Jacanidae

WATTLED JACANA (Jacana jacana)
You can pronounce this "Jackanna" or "Jassana”, but the Portuguese adaptation of the original Tupi-Guarani
name (from which the English common name stems) is pronounced "Shassanuh”. 'Course, if you said that to
most North American birders, they'd probably say "Geshundheit!"

Recurvirostridae

WHITE-BACKED STIL T (Himantopus melanurus)
We saw stilts at the top of the Chapare road, on the lake near Oruro, and on Lake Titicaca. These birds are
sometimes lumped with Black-necked Stilts, and indeed, many birds around Lima, Peru, appear to be hybrids.
Nevertheless, there are marked differences between "pure populations"” which may support maintaining them as
separate species. More study is needed.

ANDEAN AVOCET (Recurvirostr a andina)
Several of this eye-catching black-and-white bird were seen on lakes in the Altiplano.

Charadriidae

SOUTHERN LAPWING (V anellus chilensis lampronotus)
"Slapwings" were seen fairly commonly in the lowlands around Santa Cruz.
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ANDEAN LAPWING (V anellus resplendens)
These were the common lapwing in the montane areas, particularly in the Altiplano.

COLLARED PLOVER (Char adrius collaris)
A few seen at Laguna Alalay.

PUNA PLOVER (Char adrius alticola)
Seen along the shore of the lake near Oruro.

Scolopacidae
PUNA SNIPE (Gallinago andina)
Several Bushed up between La Paz and Titicaca. That bounding Bight pattern is quite unique.

*  ANDEAN SNIPE (Gallinago jamesoni)
Some of you may have heard this species displaying as we tried for Swallow-tailed Nightjar in Canadon on the
upper Chapare road.

GREATER YELLOWLEGS (T ringa melanoleuca)
Harry spotted one yellowlegs on the drive back from Sorata. Probably an over-summering bird.

Thinocoridae

RUFOUS-BELLIED SEEDSNIPE (A ttagis ga Vi)
It was a memorable sight: standing amid a fresh dusting of snow, everyone with gloves and hats and jackets,
steam clouds emitting from their mouths as they peered through the scope at the four "sneedsnipe" that were
foraging on a nearby black scree slope. All that was missing from the picture... was oxygen.

Laridae

ANDEAN GULL (Larus serr anus)
Common near water in the Altiplano. A few breeding-plumaged birds were seen near La Paz, which was weird,
since it was mid-winter!

Columbidae
ROCK PIGEON (Columba livia)
Another bird that was seen EVERY DAY! Woo hoo!

PICAZURO PIGEON (P atagioenas picazuro)
Seen our prst two days around Santa Cruz.

SPOT-WINGED PIGEON (P atagioenas maculosa albipennis)
Several seen along the edge of Titicaca.
BAND- TAILED PIGEON (P atagioenas fasciata albilinea)
PLUMBEOUS PIGEON (P atagioenas plumbea)
EARED DOVE (Z enaida auriculata virgata)
Seen nearly every day. Looks like a short-tailed Mourning Dove.

PICUI GROUND-DOVE (Columbina picui)
We don't think of doves as particularly migratory, but the big crowds of Picuis we saw were largely migrants from
Argentina and southern Bolivia.

BARE-FACED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia ceciliae)

BLACK-WINGED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia melanopter a)

GOLDEN-SPOTTED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopeliaa ymar a)
This Altiplano species was seen Bying around the shore of the lake near Oruro. It was the prst time | got to see
the chestnut patch on the underwing! I'm sure everyone found that as exciting as I did.

WHITE- TIPPED DOVE (Leptotilav erreauxi decipiens)

Psittacidae

RED-FRONTED MACAW (Ar a rubrogen ys)
The less said the better. Most of us saw something, but for most it was simply small, long-tailed black specks.
Only the lucky few with Dave that fateful afternoon got to see more than that.

BLUE-CROWNED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga acuticaudata neumanni)
These were the Blue-crowns in the dry valleys near Comarapa. They look and sound pretty distinctive compared
to the birds in the lowlands around Santa Cruz.
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BLUE-CROWNED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga acuticaudata acuticaudata)
The lowland birds around Santa Cruz.

MITRED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga mitr ata)
A few heard around the Bermejo/Samaipata area and seen on the lower Coroico road. The few individuals seen in

Cochabamba were probably escapes or releases.

WHITE-EYED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga leucophthalmus)
Flyovers in the Santa Cruz area.

PEACH-FRONTED PARAKEET (Ar atinga aurea)
A few seen well at Lomas de Arena.

GREEN-CHEEKED PARAKEET (Pyrrhur a molinae)
A fairly common parakeet. Easily identibed in Bolivia by its habit (like all Pyrrhuras) of Bying through the canopy
rather than over it. It was interesting to have the species as far west as the Coroico road, which must be near its
westernmost range limit.
E CLIFF PARAKEET (Myiopsitta luchsi)

This parakeet has long been considered a form of Monk Parakeet, but distinct voice, plumage, and nesting habits
suggest that it deserves species status... which adds another endemic to the Bolivian list.

ANDEAN PARAKEET (Bolborh ynchus orb ygnesius)
Seen as bolting green streaks in the Siberia area and the Coroico road.

GRAY-HOODED P ARAKEET (Psilopsiagon a ymar a)
1 still maintain that these handsome parakeets look a bit like Bying lollypops.

BLUE-WINGED P ARROTLET (Forpus xanthoptery  gius)

A few of these sparrow-sized parrots were seen at Lomas de Arena.
YELLOW-CHEVRONED P ARAKEET (Brotogeris chiriri)
SCALY-HEADED P ARROT (Pionus maximiliani siy)

A few seen around Santa Cruz.

SPECKLE-FACED PARROT (Pionus tumultuosus tumultuosus)
The southern nominate subspecies of this Andean parrot is also called "Plum-crowned Parrot" when separated
from the northern populations.

BLUE-FRONTED PARROT (Amaz ona aestiv a)
The common lowland Amazona around Santa Cruz

SCALY-NAPED PARROT (Amaz ona mercenaria)

The highland Amazona of the humid Andean slopes.
Cuculidae
SQUIRREL CUCK OO (Piaya cayana)
SMOOTH-BILLED ANI (Crotophaga ani)
GUIRA CUCK OO (Guir a guir a)

A silly-looking ani without the black plumage.

STRIPED CUCK OO (Taper a naevia)
Seen briel8y at Lomas de Arena.

Tytonidae
BARN OWL (T yto alba)

Strigidae

YUNGAS PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium bolivianum)
This montane pygmy-owl was heard a fair in the Canadon area of the Chapare road... and of course there seemed
to be one in David's vicinity most of the time we were in the Andes. This "species” may be best considered a
subspecies of Andean Pygmy-Owi, as the only thing that distinguishes it is the pace of the song.

FERRUGINOUS PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium br  asilianum)
Two or three fell for David's convincing whistle near Santa Cruz.

BURROWING OWL (A thene cunicularia)
Several seen around Santa Cruz. As with many owls, the females are slightly darker than the males.
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SHORT-EARED OWL (Asio flammeus)
Kudos to Bruce for spotting this bird sitting beside the road on the drive back from Sorata. One was seen in the
same area by the 2004 FG tour... apparently, there relatively few records for Bolivia!

Caprimulgidae
BAND- WINGED NIGHTJ AR (Caprimulgus longirostris)
One seen by Dave's taxiload on the fateful evening Comarapa-Tunal drive.

SWALLOW-TAILED NIGHTJ AR (Uropsalis segmentata)
Several heard around Canadon on the upper Chapare road.

Apodidae
CHESTNUT-COLLARED SWIF T (Streptoprocne rutila)

WHITE-COLLARED SWIF T (Streptoprocne z  onaris)
WHITE- TIPPED SWIF T (Aeronautes montiv.  agus)
Seen well the day we drove from Santa Cruz to Comarapa.

ANDEAN SWIF T (Aeronautes andecolus)
Seen at Cerro Tunari and other sites around Cochabamba.

Trochilidae
GREEN VIOLET-EAR (Colibri thalassinus)
Made a constant din on the Chapare road.

SPARKLING VIOLET -EAR (Colibri coruscans)
Apparently the cause of many of Harry's hummer troubles. Indeed, they are everywhere, it seems!

BLUE-TAILED EMERALD (Chlorostilbon mellisugus)
A bit surprising on the Coroico road.

GLITTERING-BELLIED EMERALD (Chlorostilbon aureo  ventris)
Common in the foothills near Santa Cruz.

FORK-TAILED WOODNYMPH (Thalur ania furcata)

GILDED HUMMINGBIRD (Hylocharis chrysur a)
The common hummer of the Santa Cruz lowlands.

WHITE-BELLIED HUMMINGBIRD (Leucippus chionogaster h ypoleucus)
This one is found mostly in drier intermontane valleys.

SPECKLED HUMMINGBIRD (Adelom yia melanogen ys inornata)
This race, inornata, is pretty poorly named, as it has the most color of any race of Speckled Hummingbird!

ANDEAN HILLST AR (Oreotrochilus estella)
Several seen well on Cerro Tunari.

E WEDGE-TAILED HILLST AR (Oreotrochilus adela)
Seen very well on Cerro Tunari, and at our lunch spot the day we drove from Cochabamba to La Paz.

BRONZY INCA (Coeligena coeligena)
One of the least impressive of the hummers we saw. No color besides brown!

GOULD'S INCA (Coeligena inca)
Formerly part of Collared Inca (C. torquata), these southern, buff-collared birds have been split off by some
authors.

VIOLET-THROATED STARFRONTLET (Coeligena violifer)
Seen rather well at a few sites, most noteably at Canadon on the upper Chapare road.

GREAT SAPPHIREWING (Pterophanes cy anopterus)
Seen at Canadon and above Sorata. This is the world's second-largest hummer!

GIANT HUMMINGBIRD (P atagona gigas)
An impressive hummer, which Bies more like a starling or swift.

AMETHYST-THROATED SUNANGEL (Heliangelus ameth  ysticollis)

GREENISH PUFFLEG (Haplophaedia aureliae)
One seen perched on the Coroico road.
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BOOTED RACKET-TAIL (Ocreatus underwoodii addae)
One seen by a few on the lower Chapare road outside the tunnel

GREEN-TAILED TRAINBEARER (Lesbia nuna)
One seen brieBy our drive from Comarapa to Cochabamba.

RED-TAILED COMET (Sappho sparganur  a)
Excellent looks at this exquisite hummer at Cerro Tunari. That glittering ruby-colored tail really is eye-catching,
ain'tit?

TYRIAN METALTAIL (Metallur a tyrianthina smar agdinicollis)
The most common treeline hummer on the humid Andean slopes.

SCALED METALTAIL (Metallur a aeneocauda)
A few of these were seen well at Canadon, some perched so we could compare them to Tyrian Metaltails and the

Rufous-capped Thornbills.

RUFOUS-CAPPED THORNBILL (Chalcostigma ruficeps)
After trying to connect the dots, we bnally realized that many of the small bronzy-tailed hummers at Canadon

were in fact females of this species. They certainly do have short bills.

LONG-TAILED SYLPH (Aglaiocercus kingi)
One sylph was spotted outside the tunnel on the Chapare road. Rather a "stonker" (as the Brits would say) (that
means "nice-lookin’' birdy")

Trogonidae
MASKED TROGON (T rogon personatus submontanus)
Fine looks at several males along the pipeline road in the Chapare.

BLUE-CROWNED TROGON (T rogon curucui)
The common lowland trogon around Santa Cruz, and we had another on the lower Coroico road.

Alcedinidae

RINGED KINGFISHER (Ceryle torquatus)
At Lomas de Arena and the SC Botanical Gardens.

Momotidae

BLUE-CROWNED MO TMOT (Momotus momota nattereri)
Called "relojero” or "clock-bird" because of the pendulum-like tail switching.

Bucconidae

SPOT-BACKED PUFFBIRD (Nystalus maculatus)
Seen at Lomas de Arena and again around Comarapa.

BLACK-FRONTED NUNBIRD (Monasa nigrifrons)
I normally think of this bird as an Amazonian varzea forest species... so it's always a bit strange to see it in
deciduous dry Chiquitano forest around Santa Cruz.

Capitonidae

VERSICOLORED BARBET (Eubucco v ersicolor)
A gaudy bird, but barbets usually are. The form in Bolivia with the blue whisker is the nominate subspecies
versicolor.

Ramphastidae

BLUE-BANDED T OUCANET (A ulacorh ynchus coeruleicinctis)
One or two good looks at this montane toucan with its green plumage and glaring white eye were had on the
pipeline road in the Chapare.

CHESTNUT-EARED ARACARI (Pteroglossus castanotis)
One of the fav's of the group, and our brst toucan of the trip, we saw it at the Botanical Gardens the brst day.

CHANNEL-BILLED T OUCAN (R amphastos vitellinus culminatus)
This subspecies is also called "Yellow-ridged Toucan."” Normally a bird of the lowlands, they must be following the
clearing up into the valleys... I've never had them so high up on the Chapare road before.

Picidae
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*  OCELLATED PICULET (Picumnus dorbign  yanus)
The highland piculet. We heard them in the Comarapa area and on the lower Coroico road.

WHITE- WEDGED PICULET (Picumnus albosquamatus)
Widespread in the Santa Cruz lowlands. There are several forms of piculet of this group that come together here
and seem to hybridize willy-nilly (which is, of course, a scientibc term). Trying to separate them is not often
possible, but the ones nearest to Santa Cruz should be this form.

WHITE WOODPECKER (Melanerpes candidus)
Several seen in the Mizque canyon were a bit of a surprise.
YELLOW-TUFTED WOODPECKER (Melanerpes cruentatus)

WHITE-FRONTED WOODPECKER (Melanerpes cactorum)
The scientibc name for the species is very apt: they are largely found on cacti in the dry intermontane valleys.
Elsewhere, they are known to make sapwells much as do sapsuckers in North America!

SMOKY-BROWN WOODPECKER (V eniliornis fumigatus)
A pair on the pipeline road in the Chapare.

LITTLE WOODPECKER (V eniliornis passerinus)
Lomas de Arena.

GOLDEN-GREEN WOODPECKER (Piculus chrysochloros)
Fine views of a female beside the trail at the SC Botanical Gardens. Often , this is a hard bird to see.

GOLDEN-OLIVE WOODPECKER (Piculus rubiginosus)
Also seen well on the pipeline road in the Chapare.
GOLDEN-BREASTED (GREEN-BARRED) WOODPECKE (Colaptes melanolaimus)

ANDEAN FLICKER (Colaptes rupicola)
We are programmed to think of woodpeckers needing to be near trees, but as this Bicker shows, they can live
quite happily where there is no wood at all. And, they can run on the ground as well as any thrush, thank you
very much!

CAMPO FLICKER (Colaptes campestris)
Good looks of this striking Bicker at the Santa Cruz airport.
Furnariidae
COMMON MINER (Geositta cunicularia titicacae)
This is the widespread miner in most of the Altiplano. We saw them well near Oruro and La Paz.

PUNA MINER (Geositta punensis)
A rarerAltiplano-dweller, we found a pair at a bathroom stop shortly before reaching the turnoff for Oruro.

SLENDER-BILLED MINER (Geositta tenuirostris)
This distinctive miner is common on rocky outcrops and slopes in slightly more humid puna. We saw them best
on Cerro Tunari.

ROCK EARTHCREEPER (Upucerthia andaecola)

E BOLIVIAN EAR THCREEPER (Ochetorh ynchus harterti)

Seen well our brst morning in the Comarapa area. The "mystery earthcreeper” on Cerro Tunari is most likely this
species. Whether it is a new subspecies remains to be determined.

BAR-WINGED (CREAM- WINGED) CINCL ODES (Cinclodes fuscus albiv  entris)

RUFOUS HORNERO (Furnarius rufus)
I think we can all agree we all saw this bird well.

ANDEAN TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a andicola peruviana)
Very local in Bolivia, so we were lucky to see it at Pongo.

PLAIN-MANTLED (PUNA) TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a aegithaloides berlepschi)
Great looks at our lunch spot the day we drove from Cochabamba to La Paz.

BROWN-CAPPED TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a fuliginiceps)

TAWNY TIT - SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur ayanacensis)
A rather rare bird, and one we all saw well on Cerro Tunari.
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E*

WREN-LIKE RUSHBIRD (Phleocryptes melanops schoenobaenus)
What's this bird’s rush? Who knows. But we saw it very well at Lago Alalay and Titicaca.

CHOTOY SPINETAIL (Schoenioph ylax phry ganophila)
The Dickcissel of spinetails, in other words, pretty durned handsome! We got pretty good looks at the Santa Cruz
airport.

OCHRE-CHEEKED SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis scutata)
This bird turned out to be pretty skulky, so only a few folks got to see it well in the foothills west of Santa Cruz.

AZARA'S SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis azar ae)
| can't make up my mind if this bird sings "pip squeak" or "quick feet". Either way, it is an incessent sound in the
humid and semi-humid forest of the Andes.

SOOTY-FRONTED SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis frontalis)
Heard at the SC Botanical Gardens.

WHITE-L ORED SPINETAIL (S ynallaxis albilor a)
The southern Amazonian and Bolivian populations of the "Plain-crowned Spinetail” (S. gujanensis) are caught in a
bit of a taxonomic cunundrum for the time being: visually, some are indistinguishable from true Plain-crowns in
northern Amazonia and the Guyanas, but they become more rufescent the farther east in Bolivia you go, until
you reach "true" White-lored in the Pantanal. However, pretty much all populations south of the Amazon sound
like White-lored and quite unlike true Plain-crowned. So we will call them "White-lored" here, and hope the ofbcial
taxonomy is corrected soon.

LIGHT-CROWNED SPINET AIL (Cr anioleuca albiceps albiceps)
This is the white-crowned race in La Paz

LIGHT-CROWNED SPINET AIL (Cr anioleuca albiceps discolor)
This is the buffy-crowned race in Siberia and Cochabamba

STRIPE-CROWNED SPINET AIL (Cr anioleuca p yrrhophia striaticeps)

BLACK-THROATED THISTLET AIL (Schiz oeaca harterti harterti)
This is the form we heard in La Paz

BLACK-THROATED THISTLET AIL (Schiz oeaca harterti bejar  anoi)
This is the form that we saw well in the Chapare

CREAMY-BREASTED CANA STERO (Asthenes dorbign yi)
The "common" canastero we saw in the dry, brushy country around Cochabamba. This species encompasses a
complex of many diverse forms found from Peru to Argentina, which are split by some into as many as three or
four species. The bolivian birds, nominate dorbignyi, are called "Rusty-vented Canastero"” when the complex is
split up.

BERLEPSCH'S CANASTERO (Asthenes berlepschi)
Very similar to Creamy-breasted Canastero, and possibly best considered conspecibc, but restricted to the
Sorata valley and surrounding area. Although not as much an exhibitionist as the Creamy-breasted were
elsewhere, we still got pretty good looks just before lunch.

IQUICO CANA STERO (Asthenes heterur a)
Also called "Maquis Canastero," but boy, is that name misleading! Seriously though, Iquico refers to the site
where the bird was brst encountered, whereas Maquis refers to the habitat type in which it is found. Canastero,
in case you were interested, refers to the "wicker basket-like" nests it and its congeners build.

CORDILLERAN CANA STERO (Asthenes modesta)
One was seen in the Pongo canyon at the top of the Coroico road.

STREAK-THROATED CANASTERO (Asthenes humilis)
One was seen well at a reststop just before we reached the Oruro turnoff on our drive from Cochabamba to La

Paz.
PUNA CANASTERO (Asthenes sclateri)

SCRIBBLE- TAILED CANA STERO (Asthenes maculicauda)
Seen by a lucky few by the lake at the top of the Chapare road.

COMMON THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus rufifrons)
Seen well at the Santa Cruz airport.
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STREAK-FRONTED THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus striaticeps)
Apparently, the common thornbird in the Comarapa area, but also seen near Cochabamba.

SPOT-BREASTED THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus maculipectus)
This is the thornbird we saw at the fairly dry scrub at the highest elevations of the Siberia area. This is the
northernmost site the bird occurs.

SPOTTED BARBTAIL (Premnoplex brunnescens)

PEARLED TREERUNNER (Margarornis squamiger squamiger)
The Bolivian birds are a lovely yellow color below. Farther north, they are whiter below.

STRIPED TREEHUNTER (Thripadectes holostictus)
We had some Pne views of this strange bird along the pipeline road in the Chapare.

BUFF-BROWED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (S yndact yla rufosuperciliata)

Dendrocolaptidae

OLIVACEOUS WOODCREEPER (Sittasomus griseicapillus viridis)
This species is a complex of several geographically replacing forms that differ widely in their voices and also in
plumage. Probably as many as four species are involved, but the work untangling them has yet to be performed.

STRAIGHT -BILLED WOODCREEPER (Xiphorh ynchus picus)
One seen at the SC Botanical Gardens the brst day.

BUFF-THROATED WOODCREEPER (Xiphorh ynchus guttatus)
Seen very well at the SC Botanical Gardens the brst day.

OLIVE-BACKED WOODCREEPER (Xiphorh ynchus triangularis bangsi)
One seen in the Chapare. These southern Andean birds have a very distinctive voice that birds from central Peru
and north seem to lack.

NARROW-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Lepidocolaptes angustirostris)
Seen in the lowlands around Santa Cruz and in the valleys around Comarapa. Several subspecies occur in Bolivia
(and elsewhere in SE South America), a witness to the diversity of this country's biogeography!

MONTANE WOODCREEPER (Lepidocolaptes lacrymiger)
Seen several times in the higher humid montane forests of the Yungas.

Thamnophilidae

GIANT ANT SHRIKE (Batar a cinerea ex cubitor)
Sandy's sharp eyes spotted a bne male on the roadcut near Saipina, allowing us all great looks of this normally-
hard to see species. It is the largest of all the antbirds.

BARRED ANT SHRIKE (Thamnophilus doliatus subr adiatus)

UPLAND ANT SHRIKE (Thamnophilus aro  yae)
A near-endemic to Bolivia (it barely crosses the border into Peru), this was a nice bird to see on the lower
Coroico road. At 1600m, we must have been at the upper elevation limit for the species!

BOLIVIAN SLA TY-ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus sticturus)
The Slaty Antshrike complex was only split up from one species to about eight by the Islers (of "Tanagers" book
fame) and Bret Whitney (of "Field Guides" fame) ten years ago. This species is mostly restricted to Bolivia, but
Just spills over the border into Brazil. We saw it at Lomas de Arena.

VARIABLE ANT SHRIKE (Thamnophilus caerulescens connectens)
True to it's name, this species is rather variable, but mostly in the male plumage, and the greatest expression of
this variability occurs in Bolivia. In the western Andes, the males are almost all-black with white spots on the tail
and wings. In the foothills of Santa Cruz (where we saw it), it is gray above and buffy below, and out in the
lowlands of the Chaco and into SE Brazil, and Argentina, it is nearly all gray.

RUFOUS-CAPPED ANT SHRIKE (Thamnophilus ruficapillus cochabambae)
Another widespread and rather variable species of antshrike, this is one found in dry scrub of the Andes, and east
to SE Brazil and Argentina. After trying pretty hard, we managed to see it pretty well near Siberia.

PLAIN ANTVIREO (Dysithamnus mentalis)
A female seen by some on the Bermejo/Samaipata trail.
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STRIPE-BACKED ANTBIRD (Myrmorchilus strigilatus)

An unexpected bonus, we saw a female in the SC Botanical Gardens. She seemed to be unpaired, as there was no

male singing in the area... probably recently arrived and looking for a territory?

BLACK-CAPPED ANTWREN (Herpsilochmus atricapillus)
A last-minute save as we were ascending towards Samaipata from Bermejo, a bne male was seen at eye-level (!)
on the side of the highway.

WHITE-BACKED FIRE-EYE (Pyriglena leuconota)
We saw a trio in the SC Botanical Gardens, and heard them in the humid yungas at several other sites.

Formicariidae

SHORT-TAILED ANT THRUSH (Chamaeza campanisona)

RUFOUS ANTPIT TA (Gr allaria rufula cochabambae)

RUFOUS-FACED ANTPIT TA (Gr allaria erythrotis)
Seen by some in the Siberia area, but seen far better by all (except David!) in the Chapare. Seeing an antpitta is
always nice.

Rhinocryptidae

OLIVE-CROWNED CRESCENT -CHEST (Melanopareia maximiliani argentina)
A very attractive bird, one hopped up into the open and sat, allowing us all great views in the Siberia area. The
crescentchests have long been considered tapaculos, but recent molecular work suggests that they are best
placed in their own family.

TRILLING T APACULO (Scytalopus parvirostris)
Great, if brief, views in the Siberia area.

BOLIVIAN T APACULO (Scytalopus bolivianus)
Several people commented that this was one of their favorite sightings of the tour: the white blaze on the
forehead of the bird really glows in the dim light of the forest understory. However, unlike most views of
tapaculos, this one sat in the open for a remarkably long time!

PUNA TAPACULO (Scytalopus simonsi)
The above-treeline species in most of Bolivia, we saw one of these at a distance at Canadon on the upper
Chapare road.

DIADEMED T APACULO (Scytalopus schulenbergi)
This species, discovered and described by Field Guides' own Bret Whitney, was heard on the Chapare road and
seen by several near Chuspipata on the upper Coroico road. SEEING all four of the Scytalopus tapaculos on the
tour is a pretty impressive feat, so give yourselves a big pat on the back!

Cotingidae

WHITE- TIPPED PLANTCUTTER (Phytotoma rutila)
We got good views of this strange bird at the edge of Lago Alalay. The plantcutters were long placed in their
own family, but evidence suggests they are best considered a cotinga.

RED-CRESTED COTINGA (Ampelion rubrocristata)
Rather common in the upper elevations at several sites. Always a nice bird to see!

BAND- TAILED FRUITEA TER (Pipreola intermedia signata)
A bit of a surprise in the Siberia area. We eventually saw both members of the pair.

Pipridae

YUNGAS MANAKIN (Chiro xiphia boliviana)
Flighty, but rather pretty, we saw these attractive manakins on the Bermejo/Samaipata trail (a female), and the
pipeline road in the Chapare.

Tyrannidae
SOUTHERN BEARDLESS-TYRANNULET (Camptostoma obsoletum bolivianum)

This species is a complex involving several geographically replacing forms with distinctive voices. Once some poor

soul investigates them, don't be surprised to learn they have been split into several species!
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WHITE-CRESTED ELAENIA (Elaenia albiceps)
Many of the birds we saw were Austral migrants from Argentina or Chile, although there are some resident
populations in Bolivia. Identibcation of the various populations involved is difbcult, however, which tends to keep
the picture fuzzy.

HIGHLAND ELAENIA (Elaenia obscur a obscur a)
The "mega-Elaenia" of the Andes. If any of you has seen the form in SE Brazil, it is VERY different, and certainly
deserves species status!

SIERRAN ELAENIA (Elaenia pallatangae)
TORRENT TYRANNULET (Serpophaga cinerea)
WHITE-BELLIED TYRANNULET (Serpophaga munda)

"GRAY-CROWNED" TYRANNULET (Serpophaga "griceiceps")
This is the bird we refered to as "Monte Tyrannulet.” The truth is, only recently has it been teased out that these
birds represent an unnamed form of Serpophaga. For a long time, these birds were called "White-crested
Tyrannulet” (S. subcristata), but this name actually belongs to a different population. The name griseiceps is also
not applicable, as it refers to a foothill population. Long story short, the taxonomy of this group is a bit of a
mess, but will be sorted out soon enough, we hope. Stay tuned.

STREAK-NECKED FLYCATCHER (Mionectes striaticollis)
SLATY-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Leptopogon superciliaris albidiv enter)

HAZEL-FRONTED P YGMY-TYRANT (Pseudotriccus simplex)
An unassuming little denizen of dark, dank forest understory, we nevertheless got pretty good looks by the
pipeline road in the Chapare. Pretty cute!

MOTTLE-CHEEKED TYRANNULET (Ph ylloscartes v entr alis)

SCLATER'S TYRANNULET (Ph yllom yias sclateri)

TAWNY-RUMPED TYRANNULET (Ph yllom yias urop ygialis)
One came in to Dave's pygmy-owl! ruckus in the Siberia area.

BOLIVIAN TYRANNULET (Zimmerius bolivianus)
Distinctive in its lack of any real beld marks!

SUIRIRI FL YCATCHER (Suiriri suiriri suiriri)
Often called the "Chaco Suiriri" as the species can be split into two species, the other form (with a yellow belly)
is then called "Campo Suiriri."

WHITE- THROATED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus leucophrys)
BUFF-BANDED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus hellma  yri)

A near-endemic to Bolivia (it barely gets into Peru and Argentina). We saw it well in the Chapatre.
WHITE-BANDED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus stictopterus)

GREATER WAGTAIL-TYRANT (Stigmatur a budytoides budytoides)
A handsome and distinctive tyrannulet, their pair duets are fun to watch. And that scientibc name sure is fun to
say!

YELLOW-BILLED TIT -TYRANT (Anairetes fla virostris)

TUFTED TIT-TYRANT (Anairetes parulus)

MANY-COLORED RUSH-TYRANT (Tachuris rubrigastr  a alticola)
Perhaps one of the most handsome of the tyrants, this unique little bird was seen well at Laguna Alalay and later
at Titicaca.

TAWNY-CROWNED P YGMY-TYRANT (Euscarthmus meloryphus)
Brief views of this relatively forgettable species were had at Lomas de Arena. Birds in western Peru and Ecuador
are fairly different in plumage, but sound similar.

OCHRE-FACED TODY-FLYCATCHER (Poecilotriccus plumbeiceps)
This "cute" little birdlet was seen well along the pipeline road in the Chapare. It really needs to take voice
lessons, though.

YUNGAS TODY-TYRANT (Hemitriccus spodiops)
Only a few managed to get on this near-endemic (also known from Peru) along the pipeline road. A real skulker
(and, | might add, a stinker!).
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PEARLY-VENTED TODY-TYRANT (Hemitriccus margaritaceiv enter)
Another great spot by Sandy! One sat still over the start of the Bermejo/Samaipata trail.

YELLOW-OLIVE FL YCATCHER (Tolmom yias sulphurescens pallescens)

CINNAMON FL YCATCHER (Pyrrhom yias cinnamomea)

CLIFF (SW ALLOW) FLYCATCHER (Hirundinea ferruginea bellicosa)
A striking, deeply rufescent bird that really lives up to its name: they are almost never seen away from cliffs!
Birds from Bolivia south and east are sometimes separated as "Swallow Flycatcher."”

SMOKE-COL ORED PEWEE (Contopus fumigatus)

BLACK PHOEBE (Sa yornis nigricans latirostris)
South American birds are darker below and whiter on the wing than birds from North America. They seem to be
more strongly attached to rushing mountain streams, too.

VERMILION FL YCATCHER (Pyrocephalus rubinus)
The birds we saw were probably all austral migrants. Females (as we learned at the SC airport) can lack any color
at all below.

PERUVIAN CHAT-TYRANT (Ochthoeca spodionota boliviana)
Brief views were had by some in Canadon on the Chapare road.

GOLDEN-BROWED CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca pulchella)

MAROON-CHESTED CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca thor acica)
Seen fairly well on the Coroico road. This species is nearly always found in narrow, dark canyons over rushing
mountain streams. Formerly part of the Slaty-backed Chat-Tyrant complex, this southern form has received
several English names in a very short period, including "Chestnut” or "Maroon" and "-banded," "-chested," or "-
belted” in various combinations. Good luck sorting that mess out!

D'ORBIGNY'S CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca oenanthoides)
First (and best) seen on Cerro Tunari, we had it a few more times later on.

RUFOUS-BREASTED CHAT-TYRANT (Ochthoeca rufipector  alis)
A fairly common chat-tyrant of treeline humid forest.

BROWN-BACKED CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca fumicolor)
The above-treeline chat-tyrant of the humid slope.

WHITE-BROWED CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca leucophrys)

STREAK-THROATED BUSH- TYRANT (Myiotheretes striaticollis)
We saw this large and distinctive species brie3y at Cerro Tunari, but far better above Sorata. The pair of birds we
saw at Cerro Tunari and called Rufous-bellied Bush-Tyrant apparently can't be that species based on the tail
pattern. They certainly seemed smaller-billed and less streaked than the Streak-throated B-T we saw there
shortly thereafter! Perhaps they were juveniles?

GRAY MONJITA (X olmis cinerea)
Several seen in Bight and perched at a distance at the Santa Cruz airport. It looks amazinly like a mockingbird to
the unsuspecting eye.

BLACK-BILLED SHRIKE- TYRANT (Agriornis montana)
One of these was seen by a few people on Cerro Tunari. It differs from the next species by a smaller, black bill
and mostly white outer tail.

GRAY-BELLIED SHRIKE- TYRANT (Agriornis micropter  a)
An unexpected bonus on Cerro Tunari, this species was seen incredibly well as it ran along the road thrush-like.

RUFOUS-WEBBED TYRANT (P olio xolmis rufipennis)
A strange and fairly poorly-known tyrant, we spotted several on the drive from Comarapa to Cochabamba.

SPOT-BILLED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola maculirostris)
The common ground-tyrant on lower dry slopes with rocks.

CINNAMON-BELLIED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola capistr  atus)
A rare austral migrant, and one of the more handsome ground-tyrants. Seen at Cerro Tunari.

RUFOUS-NAPED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola rufiv  ertex)
A distinctive ground-tyrant seen in La Paz.
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PUNA GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola juninensis)
Seen at Cerro Tunari along with a bucket-load of other ground-tyrants! This one is not migratory.

WHITE-BROWED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola albilor a)
An austral migrant ground-tyrant which we saw in La Paz.

TACZANOWSKI'S GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola griseus)
Formerly part of the Plain-capped Ground-Tyrant (M. alpina), but this species has been split, with Taczanowski's
being the southern member of the complex. Another resident species.

CINEREOUS GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola cinereus)
OCHRE-NAPED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola fla vinucha)
Another austral migrant, and one we saw both at Cerro Tunari and in the altiplano of La Paz.

ANDEAN NEGRIT O (Lessonia oreas)
A distinctive and handsome tyrant restricted to the edges of Altiplano lakes.

CINEREOUS TYRANT (Knipolegus striaticeps)
An austral migrant from the Chaco that we saw at Lomas de Arena.

WHITE- WINGED BLACK -TYRANT (Knipolegus aterrimus)
Fairly common in arid and semi-humid montane scrub of the Andes.

CATTLE TYRANT (Machetornis rix  0sus)
Common around Santa Cruz, acting a bit like a Mockingbird, but looking more like a Tropical Kingbird.

RUFOUS CASIORNIS (Casiornis rufa)
One seen fairly well at Lomas de Arena and another on the lower Coroico road. A beautiful bird, if you're into
rufous!

DUSKY-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus tuberculifer)
The bird we saw on the lower Coroico road was probably the lowland nominate race, not the highland form
atriceps (which doesn't usually occur below about 1500m).

SWAINSON'S FL YCATCHER (Myiarchus sw ainsoni)
A bit of a surprise, the birds we saw on the lower Coroico road were probably the locally resident form (pelzelni),
not the austral migrant form with the pink mandible.

BROWN-CRESTED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus t yrannulus)

GREAT KISKADEE (Pitangus sulphur  atus)

RUSTY-MARGINED FL YCATCHER (Myioz etetes ca yanensis)

SOCIAL FLYCATCHER (Myioz etetes similis)

TROPICAL KINGBIRD (T yrannus melancholicus)
Remarkably, we saw this bird only on four days! It is likely that many from the local breeding populations migrate
north into Amazonia during the Austral winter.

MASKED TITYRA (Tit yra semifasciata)

A few pairs seen atypically high on the pipeline road in the Chapare.
Hirundinidae
BLUE-AND-WHITE SW ALLOW (Notiochelidon cy anoleuca)
BROWN-BELLIED SW ALLOW (Notiochelidon murina)

Replaces Blue-and-white Swallow above treeline.

ANDEAN SW ALLOW (Haplochelidon andecola)
Seen at the Bamigo lake near Oruro, at Pongo, and around Titicaca.

Motacillidae
CORRENDERA PIPIT (Anthus corrender  a)
Stellar scope views at the wool-seller's puna marsh.

SHORT-BILLED PIPIT (Anthus furcatus brevirostris)
Seen primarily in Bight at the wool-seller's marsh.

Troglodytidae
THRUSH-LIKE WREN (Camp ylorh ynchus turdinus unicolor)
These are the relatively unmarked form of the Pantanal.
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FULVOUS WREN (Cinn ycerthia fulv a)
Not seen very well, but certainly heard by all, this species was once considered part of the "Sepia-brown Wren"
which has since been split into three species: this one, Peruvian Wren, and Sharpe's Wren.

MOUSTACHED WREN (Thry othorus genibarbis)
This was the wren that we spent rather a while trying to see on the Bermejo/Samaipata trail. It can be quite the
skulker!

FAWN-BREA STED WREN (Thry othorus guar ayanus)
This was the wren we saw fairly well our brst day at the SC Botanical Gardens. Fawn-breasted geographically
replaces the Buff-breasted Wren of more northern Amazonia.

HOUSE WREN (T roglodytes aedon puna)
The highland form of House Wren. Most of the tropical populations have been separated from the North
American birds and called "Southern House Wren" but the sticky part is bguring out what to do with all those
weird Caribbean thingys.

HOUSE WREN (T roglodytes aedon rex)
The lowland and foothill House Wrens we encountered.

MOUNTAIN WREN (T roglodytes solstitialis)
In many ways, this bird resembles the Winter Wren of temperate North America.

GRAY-BREASTED WOOD- WREN (Henicorhina leucophrys boliviana)
Mimidae
CHALK-BROWED MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus saturninus)

BROWN-BACKED MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus dorsalis)
A near-endemic that only recently has been found in Argentina. It was entertaining to watch that one on Cerro
Tunari trying to play "keep away" with that large red fruit... the Bolivian Blackbirds and Chiguanco Thrushes sure
gave him a hard time, though!

Turdidae

WHITE-EARED SOLIT AIRE (Entomodestes leucotis)

CHIGU ANCO THRUSH (T urdus chiguanco chiguanco)
These were the gray birds we saw around La Paz

CHIGU ANCO THRUSH (T urdus chiguanco anthr  acinus)
These were the blackish thrushes we saw over most of the tour route from Siberia to Cochabamba.

GREAT THRUSH (T urdus fuscater fuscater)
Replaces Chiguanco Thrush (for the most part) on the humid slope. The latter species is far more typical of drier
situations.

GLOSSY-BLACK THRUSH (T urdus serr anus serr anus)
A few distant singing males were scoped.

RUFOUS-BELLIED THRUSH (T urdus rufiv entris)
A single bird on the Tunal road was all we saw of this normally common bird. Perhaps the rest migrated
elsewhere?

CREAMY-BELLIED THRUSH (T urdus amaurochalinus)
Abundant at most lower elevations, this species is an austral migrant. The strange tail-jiggle is a tell-tale ("-
tail"?) behavioral beld mark!

Polioptilidae

MASKED GNATCATCHER (Polioptila dumicola satur  ata)
So who was that Masked Gnatcatcher? He sure cleaned up this town! Birds from the Santa Cruz valleys are grayer
below than other populations.

Corvidae

GREEN JAY (Cy anocor ax yncas)

PURPLISH JAY (Cy anocor ax cy anomelas)

PLUSH-CRESTED JAY (Cy anocor ax chrysops)
A Pne-looking jay. That one lone bird sitting just beside the bus on the way to Saipina was weird, huh?

Passeridae

HOUSE SPARROW (P asser domesticus)
As silly as it may sound, it's pretty interesting to document where this bird has established itself in South
America. We noted it in Santa Cruz, Comarapa, Saipina, and Cochabamba. | guess it simply can't hack the altitude
of La Paz (or not enough have hitched rides on trucks, or something).

Vireonidae

RUFOUS-BROWED PEPPERSHRIKE (Cy clarhis gujanensis dorsalis)
Birds in Santa Cruz and Cochabamba have HUGE bills. This is yet another species that would make for a great PhD
project someday!

Fringillidae
PURPLE-THROATED EUPHONIA (Euphonia chlorotica)
The common euphonia of the Santa Cruz lowlands.
THICK-BILLED EUPHONIA (Euphonia laniirostris)
ORANGE-BELLIED EUPHONIA (Euphonia xanthogaster brunneifrons)
Seen in the Chapare. This form has a burnt-orange forehead, unlike birds farther north (from central Peru up).

THICK-BILLED SISKIN (Carduelis cr  assirostris)
One female was seen brie3y the day we drove from Comarapa to Cochabamba.

HOODED SISKIN (Carduelis magellanica boliviana)
Widespread and variable, this species can really confound siskin identibcation! Some individuals of subspecies
boliviana can be nearly blackish-backed.

YELLOW-BELLIED SISKIN (Carduelis xanthogastr a)
Some of this rare and poorly-known siskin were seen on the lower Coroico road.

OLIVACEOUS SISKIN (Carduelis oliv  acea)
A humid-forest bird of the Andean foothills, we had one male in the scope on the lower Coroico road.

BLACK SISKIN (Carduelis atr  ata)
A striking siskin--perhaps one of my favorites--but unfortunately, usually associated with super-high altitudes

(and soroche).
Parulidae
TROPICAL PARULA (P arula pitia yumi)
SLATE-THROATED REDSTART (Myioborus miniatus)
The low-elevation Myioborus redstart.

BROWN-CAPPED REDSTART (Myioborus brunniceps)
This species seems to favor slightly drier situations than Spectacled and Slate-throated.

SPECTACLED REDSTART (Myioborus melanocephalus)
The higher-elevation humid-forest Myioborus.

TWO-BANDED W ARBLER (Basileuterus bivittatus)
The common warbler of the foothills, we saw it near Bermejo and again on the lower Coroico road.

PALE-LEGGED W ARBLER (Basileuterus signatus)
The mid-elevation Basileuterus. We saw it on the Chapare road.

CITRINE W ARBLER (Basileuterus luteo  viridis euophrys)
The highest-elevation Basileuterus. This subspecies sounds (and looks!) entirely unlike birds in central Peru, but

more like Ecuadorian birds. A case of "voice leapfrogging.”
THREE-STRIPED W ARBLER (Basileuterus tristriatus)
Coeribidae
BANANAQUIT (Coereba fla veola)

Thraupidae
CINEREOUS CONEBILL (Conirostrum cinereum)

WHITE-BROWED CONEBILL (Conirostrum ferrugineiv entre)
We saw this high-elevation conebill rather a lot on this trip. To be honest, | don't think | have seen so many
before!

BLUE-BACKED CONEBILL (Conirostrum sitticolor)
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CAPPED CONEBILL (Conirostrum albifrons)

GIANT CONEBILL (Oreomanes fr  aseri)
Bruce and a few others spotted one of these fellers Bying at great distance in the Polylepis woodland of Cerro
Tunari.

MAGPIE TANAGER (Cissopis lev eriana lev eriana)
This aptly-named tanager was seen well in the Chapare at its upper elevational limit.

COMMON BUSH- TANAGER (Chlorospingus ophthalmicus bolivianus)
The birds in Cochabamba were this form.

COMMON BUSH- TANAGER (Chlorospingus ophthalmicus fulvigularis)
Birds in Siberia were this form.

ORANGE-BROWED HEMISPINGUS (Hemispingus calophrys)
Harry was the only one to see this near-endemic near Chuspipata.

BLACK-EARED HEMISPINGUS (Hemispingus melanotis castaneicollis)
THREE-STRIPED HEMISPINGUS (Hemispingus trifasciatus)
Usually a pretty hard bird, we saw this one several times at Canadon on the Chapare road.

RUST-AND- YELLOW TANAGER (Thlypopsis ruficeps)
Another one that Harry and one or two others spotted, it was by the tunnel on the Chapare road.

HEPATIC TANAGER (Pir anga fla va lutea)
Quite different from North American and more northerly Andean birds in call and behavior.

SILVER-BEAKED T ANAGER (R amphocelus carbo)
This form has a different call, and is darker overall, than Amazonian birds from farther north. Unfortunately, |
don't have the subspecibc name that applies to it immediately at hand.

SAYACA TANAGER (Thr aupis sa yaca obscur a)

The geographic replacement of Blue-gray Tanager here on the southern boundary of Amazonia.
BLUE-CAPPED TANAGER (Thr aupis cy anocephala)
BLUE-AND- YELLOW TANAGER (Thr aupis bonariensis composita)

This form, a very attractive orangy-yellow one, is mostly an austral migrant.

HOODED MOUNT AIN- TANAGER (Buthr aupis montana)
Another Harry-only.

SCARLET-BELLIED MOUNT AIN- TANAGER (Anisognathus igniv  entris)
A pretty, and pretty common, mountain tanager.

BLUE-WINGED MOUNT AIN- TANAGER (Anisognathus somptuosus fla  vinuchus)
As we were saying in the beld, birds from Manu east to Bolivia have blue rumps and loud songs which contrast
strongly with those from central Peru and north, which have green rumps and wimpy weedling songs. Two
species are certainly involved!

GOLDEN-COLLARED T ANAGER (Iridosornis jelskii)
A nice surprise our second visit to Canadon!

CHESTNUT-BELLIED MOUNT AIN- TANAGER (Delothr aupis castaneo ventris)
A handsome bird, and seen well on the Chapare road.

FAWN-BREA STED TANAGER (Pipr aeidea melanonota)
It was confusing for a moment, but both this and the previous species were in the same 8ock on the Chapare
road!

SAFFRON-CROWNED TANAGER (Tangar a xanthocephala)
A beautiful member of the genus Tangara. Birds in southern Peru and Bolivia have truly saffron-colored crowns.
Farther north, the crown is a Batter yellow.

BLUE-NECKED TANAGER (Tangar a cy anicollis)

BERYL-SPANGLED TANAGER (Tangar a nigro viridis)
Seen by some on the Chapare road.
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BLUE-AND-BLACK T ANAGER (Tangar a v assorii atrocoerulea)
The highest-elevation of the Tangara tanagers. Here in Bolivia, the birds are mottled with black and have a pale
nape, rather unlike birds in Ecuador, for example.

SWALLOW TANAGER (Tersina viridis)
A peculiar tanager that nests in burrows (not burros) in dirt banks! The male is a striking electric blue that can
shift from aqua to nearly cobalt depending on the angle of the light, much like male cotingas.

PLUSH-CAPPED FINCH (Catamblyrh  ynchus diadema)
Stellar scope views (the best I've ever had!) at Canadon. This can be a very hard bird to see, so feel free to revel
in our good fortune!

Emberizidae

RED-CRESTED FINCH (Coryphospingus cucullatus)
Although it looks like a bnch and is placed in the Emberizidae here, recent molecular studies show that the Red-
crested Finch is in fact a tanager! Amaze your friends with this fun fact...

BLACK-HOODED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus atriceps)
Largely replaces Peruvian S-F in drier situations.
PERUVIAN SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus punensis)
PLUMBEOUS SIERRA-FINCH (Phry gilus unicolor)
ASH-BREASTED SIERRA-FINCH (Phry gilus plebejus)
GRAY-CRESTED FINCH (Lophospingus griseocristatus)
An odd bnch, the juvenile plumage is remarkably like that of Black-crested Finch of the Chaco.

WHITE- WINGED DIUCA -FINCH (Diuca speculifer  a)
Another bird | normally associate with headaches and nose-bleeds... and true to form, we saw it at the very
highest elevations. Apparently, it is one of the highest-nesting birds in the world.

BOLIVIAN W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza boliviana)
Memorable views of a bird at point-blank range on Cerro Tunari! A near-endemic, but recently found in Argentina.

RUFOUS-SIDED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza h ypochondria)
Common and widespread from Siberia to Cochabamba.

RUSTY-BROWED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza erythrophrys)
Several seen in the Siberia area.

E COCHABAMBA MOUNT AIN-FINCH (P oospiza garleppi)
A solid Bolivian endemic, with a highly restricted range. We had incredible luck with this large and stately bnch on
Cerro Tunari, seeing about 6-8 birds, some incredibly well!
RINGED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza torquata)

BLACK-CAPPED WARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza melanoleuca)
Formarly part of Cinereous W-F, which is now restricted to eastern Brazil and Argentina (and lacks the black
crown).

BAND- TAILED SEEDEATER (Catamenia analis)

PLAIN-COL ORED SEEDEATER (Catamenia inornata)
A few seen in the Pongo area near La Paz.

DULL-COLORED GRASSQUIT (Tiaris obscur a)
One was seen at the SC Botanical Gardens. Surprising as it seems, it wasn't particularly colorful. Hmmm.

MOUSTACHED FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossa m ystacalis)
A distinctive species that we saw mostly in the Cochabamba area.

BLACK-THROATED FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossa brunneiv  entris)
A few seen at Titicaca and above Sorata.

E GRAY-BELLIED FL OWERPIERCER (Diglossa carbonaria)
Seen at several localities from Siberia to Sorata.

DEEP-BLUE (GOLDEN-EYED) FL OWERPIERCER (Diglossopis glauca)
One seen brieBy in the scope on the pipeline road in the Chapare.

MASKED FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossopis cy anea)
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SAFFRON FINCH (Sicalis fla veola fla veola)
The lowland birds around Santa Cruz.

SAFFRON FINCH (Sicalis fla veola pelz elni)
The highland birds from Comarapa and Cochabamba.

GRASSLAND (MIST O) YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis luteola luteiv.  entris)
Seen mostly in Bight at Laguna Alalay.

BRIGHT-RUMPED YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis urop ygialis)

CITRON-HEADED YELL OW-FINCH (Sicalis luteocephala)
David's keen eyes (and eternal optimism) pulled one of these guys out of a Bock of Saffron Finches and Greenish
Yellow-Finches on the way to Cochabamba. A near-endemic, it's been found in Argentina.

GREENISH YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis oliv ascens)

GREAT PAMPA-FINCH (Embernagr a platensis oliv ascens)
There are two distinctive groups within this species; the ones we saw are foothill birds that differ in having a
greener back when compared to lowland pampas (pompus?) birds.

RED-CRESTED CARDINAL (P aroaria coronata)
A real looker! We saw some at Lomas de Arena. The Paroaria "cardinals" have actually been found to be
tanagers, not bnches or cardinalines at all!

RED-CAPPED CARDINAL (P aroaria gularis)
E BOLIVIAN BRUSH-FINCH (A tlapetes rufinucha)
Part of the Rufous-naped Brush-Finch complex, which has been broken into several species. This one is now an
endemic to Bolivia.

STRIPE-HEADED BRUSH-FINCH (Buarremon torquatus)

SAFFRON-BILLED SP ARROW (Arremon fla virostris)
Some folks got on this looker on the Bermejo/Samaipata trail.

RUFOUS-COLLARED SPARROW (Z onotrichia capensis)
Sorry, I'm blanking on where we saw this one...

Cardinalidae

BUFF-THROATED SALTATOR (Saltator maximus)
Seen on the lower Coroico road.

GOLDEN-BILLED S ALTATOR (Saltator aur antiirostris)
Gaudy and widespread. | think we didn't really appreciate this bird enough. So take a moment and recall it's
beauty and enjoy that memory....

RUFOUS-BELLIED S ALTATOR (Saltator rufiv  entris)
Another near-endemic that has been found in Argentina, and a usually-hard bird to see that we saw in spades on
Cerro Tunari!

BLACK-BACKED GROSBEAK (Pheucticus aureo  ventris)
A handsome relative of our Rose-breasted and Black-headed grosbeaks. This one is an austral migrant.

ULTRAMARINE GROSBEAK (Cy anocompsa brissonii)
Although it's larger and heavier-billed, this species sounds nearly identical to a Painted Bunting, and I can fully
understand why someone would want to merge Cyanocompsa into Passerina. But then, maybe you simply don't
care. So be it.

Icteridae

YELLOW-WINGED BLACKBIRD (Agelasticus thilius)
Formerly part of the same genus as our Red-winged Blackbird, recent molecular studies show that it's not that
closely related. It sure seems similar, though, doesn't it?

WHITE-BROWED BLACKBIRD (Sturnella superciliaris)
One of the "Leistes" meadowlarks... the red-breasted South American meadowlarks seem not to have the voices
North American birds do. Sucks for them, | guess.

BAY-WINGED COWBIRD (Molothrus badius)
Formerly considered a Molothrus cowbird, more recent studies show this species is only distantly related. For one
thing, it builds its own nest... in fact, it's the host of the nest parasite Screaming Cowbird!
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SHINY COWBIRD (Molothrus bonariensis)

GIANT COWBIRD (Scaphidur a oryziv ora)
Normally placed in genus Molothrus, it certainly looks like a Bronzed Cowbird on steroids!

EPAULET ORIOLE (Icterus ca yanensis p yrrhopterus)
This subspecies has chestnut shoulders. Farther north in Amazonia, the shoulders are yellow.

ORANGE-BACKED TROUPIAL (Icterus croconotus)
Sometimes lumped into the "Troupial”, which has two other disjunct and distinctive populations elsewhere in
South America.

YELLOW-RUMPED CACIQUE (Cacicus cela)
Our only brush with this common Amazonian bird was at the SC Botanical Gardens.
*  MOUNTAIN CACIQUE (SOUTHERN) (Cacicus chrysonotus chrysonotus)
CRESTED OROPENDOLA (Psarocolius decumanus)
DUSKY-GREEN OROPENDOLA (Psarocolius atro  virens)
RUSSET-BACKED OROPENDOLA (Psarocolius angustifrons alfredi)
CHOPI BLACKBIRD (Gnorimopsar chopi)

E BOLIVIAN BLACKBIRD (Agelaioides oreopsar)
Seen well in the Mizque canyon and around Cochabamba.

MAMMALS
*  BROWN CAPUCHIN (Cebus apella)

CAVY SP. (Ca via tschudii)
The ancestral "guinea pig". Wild ones are blackish.

CAPYBARA (Hy drochaeris h ydrochaeris)
One was seen at the SC Botanical Gardens. Would have been cool to have it down as a "heard only” though, eh?

SOUTHERN MOUNTAIN VISCACHA (Lagidium viscacia)
A relative of the Chinchilla. The latter is apparently no longer found in the wild (it only occurs on fur farms!).

HIGHLAND TUCO- TUCO (Ctenom ys opimus)
South America's answer to gophers. We saw one bulldozing out at hole in the puna.

TAYRA (Eir a barbar a)
A large weasle relative, one was spotted our brst day at the SC Botanical Gardens.
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
