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What an amazing cross-section of habitats you get to see in northwestern Argentina. We wound our 
way through the high Andes, and the smaller more isolated central cordillera. We visited sundry 
sections of the humid, montane forest that comprise the Yungas. Then there were the salty salinas and 
the surrounding scrubby Monte of Cordoba, the Chaco in Salta, and finally the high Puna and Altiplano, 
where we reached nearly 15,000 feet above sea level. With such dramatic changes in landscape it is no 
wonder that we saw quite an array of birds as well. In spite of a La Niña event that quieted a lot of the 
forest, our combined diligence and luck provided us great encounters with almost all of the birds this 
special region has to offer. 
 
This can be a great trip for tinamous and so it was this year with six species seen well. We started off 
with Brushland Tinamou and Spotted Nothura, and then higher up we picked up both Ornate and a 
surprising (and surprised!) Andean Tinamou. Perhaps the Chaco was best to us however, with a lovely 
Tataupa Tinamou that strolled right into view, and then later we were beside ourselves to find a pair of 
gorgeous Quebracho Crested Tinamous right out in the open, where they remained for another 20 
minutes! The tapaculos were another family that treated us well. We saw five, the first being the 
endemic White-browed Tapaculo, and then later the local Zimmer’s Tapaculo, but really it’s the bigger 
ones that steal the show. The Olive-crowned Crescentchest seemed too well-adorned to be a tapaculo, 
but there he was, just the same, sitting right up for us and singing away. Then you add the almost 
brutish Crested Gallito and the personable Sandy Gallito into the mix, and we really had a wonderfully 
motley crew from this odd family.  
 
Some other families were well represented on this trip including the flycatchers and the ovenbirds. For 
some people these groups might induce pangs of anxiety, but consider that for the flycatchers, in 
addition to the multitude of tyrannulets, this also included stunners like Fork-tailed Flycatcher, Andean 
Negrito, White and Salinas Monjitas, D’Orbigny’s and White-browed chat-tyrants, five species of 
ground-tyrants, the heavy Highland Elaenia, and the diminutive Pearly-vented Tody-Tyrant. The 
ovenbirds owned names like Hornero (of course!), Tit-Spinetail, Cacholote, Thornbird, and there was 
even a Foliage-Gleaner and how about those Larklike Brushrunners?! Finally there were some other 
surreal moments that lay outside these families. There was a Spot-winged Falconet that flew from post 
to post, parrot-like, calling all the way. A Crowned Eagle, was baking in the sun at the Salinas and just 
the slightest of breezes made his crown feathers bristle, as he turned his head to and fro. There were 
Red-tailed Comets, and this year plenty of Red-faced Guans and then there was also the cat. Yes, there 
was that red-brown Jaguarundi that prowled the road ahead of us, seeming to smell the Brushland 
Tinamous that had just stumbled by minutes before. And all those Vicunas! (Or Petunias as some liked 
to call them.) 
 
Many were the memories on this sojourn into the wilds of Argentina’s northwest, but none of them 
would have been possible without your efforts, your patience and also those good spotting eyes. 
Thanks so much for working together to make such a great trip! I hope to see you again afield 
somewhere soon.

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Rheidae
GREATER RHEA (Rhea americana)

We saw these comical birds on at least Þve different days, with a high of about 16 on the day we drove from 
Salta to JV Gonzalez.

PUNA (LES SER) RHEA (Rhea pennata tar apacensis)
Our driver Mario indicated that he thought these birds were in some trouble. His last visit prior to ours, he didn't 
see any and he seemed to think that hunting pressure on them was increasing. We saw a lovely pair running and 
feeding along the ßats at Pozuelos. Some authorities split this form from the one on the Patagonian steppe 
calling that one Darwin's Rhea.

Tinamidae
TATAUPA TINAMOU (Crypturellus tataupa)

Great views of one bird in the Chaco.

RED-WINGED (HU AYCO) TINAMOU (Rh ynchotus rufescens maculicollis)*

ORNATE TINAMOU (Nothoprocta ornata)
Our Þrst bird was one that Bill spotted and we enjoyed several good views of birds on the altiplano. It is rather 
similar in appearance to the next species but they inhabitat different habitats in different altitudes.

BRUSHLAND TINAMOU (Nothoprocta ciner ascens)
We saw lots this year in the chaco.

ANDEAN TINAMOU (Nothoprocta pentlandii)
We got extremely lucky with one bird along the Cuesta del Obispo road that was actually tape responsive and 
walked right up to us. An amazing encounter!!

SPOTTED NOTHURA (Nothur a maculosa)
One bird seen at some distance in Cordoba.

ELEGANT CRESTED TINAMOU (Eudromia elegans)*

QUEBRACHO CRESTED TINAMOU (Eudromia formosa)
WOW!!! Amazing views of a pair of birds as they wattled along not terribly concerned about us down the road. 
We had them in view for at least 20 minutes which is rare indeed for this shy bird. The black anchor-shaped 
marking in the plumage help to separate it from the Elegant Crested Tinamou which appears rather more 
marbled.

Podicipedidae
PIED-BILLED GREBE (P odilymbus podiceps)

WHITE- TUFTED GREBE (R ollandia rolland)

GREAT GREBE (Podiceps major)
Several pairs at several widely scattered locations.

Phalacrocoracidae
NEOTROPIC CORMORANT (Phalacrocor ax br asilianus)

Ardeidae
WHISTLING HERON (S yrigma sibilatrix)

Both strange and beautiful we saw this nice bird on four different days.

COCOI HERON (Ardea cocoi)

GREAT EGRET (Ardea alba)

SNOWY EGRET (Egretta thula)

CATTLE EGRET (Bubulcus ibis)

STRIATED HERON (Butorides striata)
Seen only three days, early in the trip.

BLACK-CROWNED NIGHT -HERON (Ny cticor ax n ycticor ax)

Threskiornithidae
BUFF-NECKED IBIS (Theristicus caudatus)

These were a little scarce this year it seemed. We had a nice pair around Salta and then heard a few others and 
that was it.
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WHITE-F ACED IBIS (Plegadis chihi)

ROSEATE SPOONBILL (Platalea ajaja)

Phoenicopteridae
CHILEAN FLAMINGO (Phoenicopterus chilensis)

This was our Þrst ßamingo species seen in the Dique Campo Alegre. They've got a pink base to the bill and pink 
knees.

ANDEAN FLAMINGO (Phoenicopterus andinus)
After being rather scarce last year, these birds were in good numbers this year. The pond near Abra Pampa was 
especially good for them and we enjoyed some 30 or so of them there.

PUNA FLAMINGO (Phoenicopterus jamesi)
This was the most common species on the Altiplano and is also the smallest species.

Anhimidae
SOUTHERN SCREAMER (Chauna torquata)

A group of six seemed to hardly move between the couple days that we saw them. Stange birds!

Anatidae
FULVOUS WHISTLING-DUCK (Dendrocy gna bicolor)

WHITE-F ACED WHISTLING-DUCK (Dendrocy gna viduata)
At Costanera Sur there were quite a few.

BLACK-NECKED SW AN (Cy gnus melanocorypha)
Another bird we saw only the Þrst day of the trip at Costanera Sur.

COSCOROBA SWAN (Coscoroba coscoroba)
They look like some form of foul domestic fowl. We saw them on three different days of the trip.

ANDEAN GOOSE (Chloephaga melanopter a)
Common on the altiplano.

COMB DUCK (Sarkidiornis melanotos)
WOW! Big number with no less than 140 birds at one estancia and great views of this bird that is widely 
distributed throughout the southern hemisphere.

RINGED TEAL (Callonetta leucophrys)
A rather local species in Argentina that can be tough to Þnd. We lucked into a lovely pair outside of Salta.

BRAZILIAN TEAL (Amaz onetta br asiliensis)
These birds were in good numbers this year and at Dique Campo Alegre there were no less than 30 birds.

TORRENT DUCK (Merganetta armata)
Lovely views of several birds over four different days.

SPECKLED (SHARP- WINGED) TEAL (Anas fla virostris o xypter a)
This highland form is much paler-bodied than the lowland form. One day we saw both forms in TaÞ; although not 
right together they were only a few kms apart.

SPECKLED TEAL (Anas fla virostris fla virostris)

CRESTED DUCK (Anas specularioides)
Common on the altiplano, especially around Pozuelos.

YELLOW-BILLED PINT AIL (Anas georgica)

WHITE-CHEEKED PINT AIL (Anas bahamensis)
At the estancia we visited on our way out of Salta we had a bunch of these with at least 20 birds.

PUNA TEAL (Anas puna)
Good views of this puna specialty around Pozuelos and Abra Pampa.

SILVER TEAL (Anas v ersicolor)
A beautiful little duck, we saw them just twice with our Þrst ones the Þrst day at Costanera Sur in Buenos Aires.

CINNAMON TEAL (Anas cy anopter a)
We had them four days in a row towards the end of the trip.

RED SHOVELER (Anas platalea)
Few seen this trip with just three birds spread over two days.
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ROSY-BILLED POCHARD (Netta peposaca)
A showy, big duck that we saw on Þve different days.

BLACK-HEADED DUCK (Heteronetta atricapilla)
Our best views came at the estancia just outside of Salta, amid the Comb Ducks, but our Þrst birds were seen at 
the reserve in BA.

MASKED DUCK (Nomon yx dominica)
Cute little things, we got lucky with a pair of young birds at Dique La Cienaga.

ANDEAN DUCK (Oxyur a ferruginea)
Scarce this year with but a few birds seen at the Dique Angostura below TaÞ.

LAKE DUCK (Oxyur a vittata)
Seen a couple days at a couple different spots.

Cathartidae
BLACK VULTURE (Cor agyps atr atus)

TURKEY VULTURE (Cathartes aur a)

ANDEAN CONDOR (V ultur gryphus)
On Þve days of this trip we were graced with opportunity to witness these magniÞcent birds. Most memorable 
were the ones we saw soaring around high in the Andes at almost 15,000 feet on our Þnal full day.

KING VUL TURE (Sarcor amphus papa)
Seen on two days with a total of seven birds in the Rio Los Sosa valley being an impressive bunch.

Accipitridae
HOOK-BILLED KITE (Chondrohier ax uncinatus)

Seen a couple days but best was the one Ruth spotted at the Rio Yala.

SWALLOW-TAILED KITE (Elanoides forficatus)

WHITE- TAILED KITE (Elanus leucurus)

SNAIL KITE (R ostrhamus sociabilis)
We saw a couple in BA and then another one in Jujuy.

CINEREOUS HARRIER (Circus cinereus)
An elegant raptor, we enjoyed good views of several females before Þnally catching up with a male on our way 
up to the altiplano.

RUFOUS-THIGHED HA WK (Accipiter erythronemius)
Seen on two days with the soaring birds in El Rey being the most cooperative.

BICOLORED HAWK (Accipiter bicolor)
It was pouring rain when we had this bird. While squeaking for passerines a nice juvenile came in and teed up next  
to us and then with all the rain was hesistant to move, so we had just great views of it.

GREAT BLACK-HA WK (Buteogallus urubitinga)
A couple seen on the way back from JV Gonzalez.

SAVANNA HA WK (Buteogallus meridionalis)
A sign of how opened up the chaco has become is this recent arrival to the region. As they continue to clear 
chaco for soy farmers these birds will continue to increase.

HARRIS' HA WK (P arabuteo unicinctus)
Just one bird seen brießy early in the tour.

BLACK-CHESTED BUZ ZARD-EAGLE (Ger anoaetus melanoleucus)
Much like the Bateleur of Africa, with their broad wings and short tail these birds have a distinctive proÞle. We 
saw them on six different days.

CROWNED EAGLE (Harp yhaliaetus coronatus)
Holy Cow!!! We all owe Bob big time for spotting this very tough bird through a gap in the trees as we were 
driving along at San Jose de las Salinas. An impressive bird indeed and not an easy one to see. It appeared to be 
a 2-3 year old and sported a nice crown to boot.

ROADSIDE HA WK (Buteo magnirostris)
Common, but the ones here do look different. We had several birds performing display ßights.
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WHITE- TAILED HA WK (Buteo albicaudatus)

RED-BACKED HA WK (Buteo poly osoma poly osoma)
Or Variable Hawk as some call it, being so closely related to the next species that their separation as a different 
species is debatable.

PUNA HAWK (Buteo poecilochrous)
A high, high pair up over Abra Lizoite.

Falconidae
MOUNTAIN CARACARA (Phalcoboenus megalopterus)

An attractively marked caracara of the altiplano that we saw well there several times.

SOUTHERN CARACARA (Car acar a plancus)

CHIMANGO CARACARA (Milv ago chimango)

SPOT-WINGED F ALCONET (Spiziapteryx circumcinctus)
WOW!!! We checked each one of the Kestrels we saw and before long we had found this lovely and local bird. 
When we got out we found him calling from post to post and he put on quite a show, ßying rather like a parrot at  
times. Truly a unique bird.

AMERICAN KESTREL (F alco sparv erius)

APLOMADO FALCON (Falco femor alis)
Man oh man did we get some great views this year. Seen Þve different days with a high of Þve one day on the 
altiplano.

BAT FALCON (Falco rufigularis)
A nice pair in El Rey for the second year in a row.

PEREGRINE FALCON (Falco peregrinus)
With all those Eared Doves and Picui Ground-Doves in the chaco, it was no surprise to run into a couple of these 
birds there.

Cracidae
CHACO CHACHALACA (Ortalis canicollis)

Encountered Þve days with no less than 22 birds seen (!) on one of the Þncas we visited in the chaco.

RED-FACED GUAN (P enelope dabbenei)
Amazing!!! This bird's range looks the size of a pinprick in the book. They can be extremely hard or impossible to 
Þnd some years, and we learned this year that you need a really good view to be able to see the red eye-
surround. We had Þve encounters with these birds, but the Þrst group of three birds that we saw twice was 
amazing indeed. They were just wolÞng down those mulberries.

DUSKY-LEGGED GU AN (P enelope obscur a)
Another bird that can be tough, we got lucky and ran into a nice troupe along the Camino de Corniza, at the 
Jujuy end.

Aramidae
LIMPKIN (Ar amus guar auna)

Rallidae
GRAY-NECKED WOOD-RAIL (Ar amides cajanea)

Heard several times and seen a couple times. Their whooping and hollering can be heard a long way off.

PLUMBEOUS RAIL (P ardir allus sanguinolentus)*

COMMON MOORHEN (Gallinula chloropus)

SPOT-FLANKED GALLINULE (Gallinula melanops)
Just a couple this year at Costanera Sur where the water levels were bad for them and for shorebirds and herons.

WHITE- WINGED COO T (Fulica leucopter a)

ANDEAN (SLA TE-COLORED) COO T (Fulica ardesiaca)
We had to wait until the end to Þnd this birds scattered about anywhere there was water on the altiplano.

RED-GARTERED COOT (Fulica armillata)

RED-FRONTED COO T (Fulica rufifrons)

Cariamidae
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RED-LEGGED SERIEMA (Cariama cristata)*

BLACK-LEGGED SERIEMA (Chunga burmeisteri)*

Jacanidae
WATTLED JACANA (Jacana jacana)

Recurvirostridae
WHITE-BACKED STIL T (Himantopus melanurus)

ANDEAN A VOCET (Recurvirostr a andina)
We had to look hard this year to Þnd Þve of these birds at a pond near Abra Pampa.

Charadriidae
SOUTHERN LAPWING (V anellus chilensis)

The "Teros" could be heard almost everywhere we went and we saw them almost daily as well.

ANDEAN LAPWING (V anellus resplendens)
Up high we found thes elegant plovers of the highlands.

COLLARED PLOVER (Char adrius collaris)
We saw a couple in Tucuman along one of the rivers where we did a picnic.

PUNA PLOVER (Char adrius alticola)
Seen at several places nicely on the altiplano.

Scolopacidae
GREATER YELLOWLEGS (T ringa melanoleuca)

LESSER YELLOWLEGS (T ringa fla vipes)

WHITE-RUMPED S ANDPIPER (Calidris fuscicollis)

BAIRD'S S ANDPIPER (Calidris bairdii)

WILSON'S PHALAROPE (Phalaropus tricolor)

Thinocoridae
GRAY-BREASTED SEEDSNIPE (Thinocorus orbign yianus)

Eagle-eye Ruth spotted this bird as were driving out of Pozuelos.

LEAST SEEDSNIPE (Thinocorus rumiciv orus)
These are the more common seedsnipe and we saw lots of them up on the altiplano.

Laridae
GRAY-HEADED GULL (Larus cirrocephalus)

Good numbers around Buenos Aires this year.

ANDEAN GULL (Larus serr anus)
Fairly common in the Andes.

Columbidae
ROCK PIGEON (Columba livia)

PICAZURO PIGEON (P atagioenas picazuro)
A big broad pigeon with a red eye. We saw lots.

SPOT-WINGED PIGEON (P atagioenas maculosa)
Best seen early on in the trip, especially in Cordoba, where they outnumbered Picazuros.

BAND- TAILED PIGEON (P atagioenas fasciata)
A few seen ßying around high up in the valley below TaÞ.

PALE-VENTED PIGEON (P atagioenas ca yennensis)
A solitary bird in El Rey was our only one.

EARED DOVE (Z enaida auriculata)
They are rather common throughout South America, but the numbers in the Chaco were staggering. Like last 
year a one day total of roughly 10,000 was impressive indeed. 

RUDDY GROUND-DOVE (Columbina talpacoti)
Just a pair or two in the chaco.
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PICUI GROUND-DOVE (Columbina picui)
Seen many days of the tour.

BARE-FACED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia ceciliae)
Nick spotted our only bird in Yavi just after we had our Þrst Thick-billed Siskin.

BARE-EYED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia morenoi)E

We saw these birds two days above TaÞ in the Pampa del InÞernillo. Another endemic!

BLACK-WINGED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia melanopter a)
Common above TaÞ this year, and we saw a few more on the altiplano in Jujuy.

GOLDEN- SPOTTED GROUND-DOVE (Metriopelia a ymar a)
Always common in the Pozuelos basin, where they are more often seen in ßight. Those gold spots can be tough 
to see.

WHITE- TIPPED DOVE (Leptotila v erreauxi)

WHITE-F ACED DOVE (Leptotila megalur a)
We did well with this bird this year. Other names include Large-tailed Dove or Yungas Dove. The latter seems 
most appropriate. During our walk with Ricardo in the Huaico Reserve we had a nice one.

Psittacidae
BLUE-CROWNED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga acuticaudata acuticaudata)

These were not in short supply this year. We had big numbers (near 100) south of La Vina as they were headed 
to roost. Their ßocks were separate but interspersed with those of the next species, and they were all headed in 
the same direction and it made you wonder if they would all roost together. We also had a couple big ßocks of 
20 or so birds right in JV Gonzalez.

MITRED PARAKEET (Ar atinga mitr ata)
Several nice big groups but an accumulating afternoon roost of at least 400 birds along the Rio Los Sosa valley 
was most impressive.

WHITE-EYED P ARAKEET (Ar atinga leucophthalmus)
A single bird ßew over us in BA.

NANDAY PARAKEET (Nanda yus nenda y)
More common all the time around BA.

BURROWING P ARROT (Cy anoliseus patagonus andinus)
No big groups this year but we saw lots of birds scattered about the valley around Cafayate.

GREEN-CHEEKED PARAKEET (Pyrrhur a molinae)
We had a couple birds zip by before Nick spotted a bird fairly close feeding in a tree in El Rey.

MONK PARAKEET (Myiopsitta monachus)
Omnipresent in the chaco and in Corboba.

GRAY-HOODED P ARAKEET (Psilopsiagon a ymar a)
Lots of good encounters with this charming little parakeet this year. Seen Þve different days.

MOUNTAIN P ARAKEET (Psilopsiagon aurifrons)
While our biggest numbers were in the valley below Abra Liziote with about 90 birds there, we had a close bunch 
of 20 birds at Esquinas Blancas.

SCALY-HEADED P ARROT (Pionus maximiliani)
Good views around the yungas this year of this handsome parrot. 

TUCUMAN PARROT (Amaz ona tucumana)
Some years these birds can be really tough. They were no trouble this year though and we had two great 
encounters along the Rio Los Sosa. Sometimes this bird is called Alder Parrot.

BLUE-FRONTED PARROT (Amaz ona aestiv a)
These birds seem to get less and less common every year in the chaco. We heard several and had just one good 
ßyby. Not only is their habitat being destroyed but they are pursued as a caged bird as well.

Cuculidae
GUIRA CUCK OO (Guir a guir a)

Big fancy anis that are striking indeed along roadsides.

Strigidae
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TROPICAL SCREECH-OWL (Megascops choliba)*

Heard a couple times.

HOY'S SCREECH-OWL (Megascops ho yi)
This one took some effort this year. Usually they are pretty cooperative, but we had to work for an hour or so on  
this bird before Þnally getting great views.

YUNGAS PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium bolivianum)*

TUCUMAN PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium tucumanum)
Great views of this charmer at several spots.

BURROWING OWL (A thene cunicularia)
Widespread and seen many days.

Caprimulgidae
LITTLE NIGHTJ AR (Caprimulgus parvulus)

Ruth and Bill managed a brief look at a calling bird in the chaco.

LYRE-TAILED NIGHTJ AR (Uropsalis lyr a)
WOW! The Þrst bird  found was a female that performed pretty well, but that male who came ßying out, tail 
undulating and shimmering all the way was beyond impressive.

SCIS SOR-TAILED NIGHTJ AR (Hy dropsalis torquata)
The night we looked for the Hoy's we Þrst found this lovely bird sitting on a telephone post.

Apodidae
ROTHSCHILD'S SWIF T (Cypseloides rothschildi)

You must get lucky with this bird, and we did one morning at Rio Yala when we had a good ßock of about 30 of 
these birds mixed with a couple of the next species for nice comparison.

WHITE-COLLARED SWIF T (Streptoprocne z onaris)

SICK'S SWIF T (Chaetur a meridionalis)
Very few seen this year. Two birds at El Rey were the only ones we could muster.

ANDEAN SWIF T (Aeronautes andecolus)
An obvious and elegant swift that we enjoyed time and again. Seen four days of the trip.

Trochilidae
WHITE- VENTED VIOLET -EAR (Colibri serrirostris)*

GLITTERING-BELLIED EMERALD (Chlorostilbon aureo ventris)
Common.

WHITE-BELLIED HUMMINGBIRD (Leucippus chionogaster)
No shortage of these birds this year as we saw them on Þve different days.

ANDEAN HILLST AR (Oreotrochilus estella)
There were a couple brief hillstar sightings that likely pertained to this species.

GIANT HUMMINGBIRD (P atagona gigas)
A cool and bizarre bird. They like that tree tobacco in the inter-Andean valleys.

RED-TAILED COMET (Sappho sparganur a)
Simply gorgeous. Always a favorite. We saw them on seven days.

BLUE-TUFTED STARTHROAT (Heliomaster furcifer)
Easily seen this year in Cordoba and again in the chaco.

SLENDER-TAILED WOODST AR (Microstilbon burmeisteri)
Mario came to the rescue on this one. We had an all too brief female but then Mario spotted a great male right 
near the bus.

Trogonidae
BLUE-CROWNED TROGON (T rogon curucui)*

Alcedinidae
RINGED KINGFISHER (Ceryle torquatus)

AMAZON KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle amaz ona)
A pair on our drive to TaÞ was nice to see.
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GREEN KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle americana)

Bucconidae
SPOT-BACKED PUFFBIRD (Nystalus maculatus striatipectus)

Seen just twice.

Picidae
WHITE-BARRED PICULET (Picumnus cirr atus)

These birds frustrated us this year. We had several brief sightings of birds on the move.

WHITE-FRONTED WOODPECKER (Melanerpes cactorum)
Easily found this year in Cordoba and in the chaco and between those places we saw this bird no less than Þve 
days of the tour.

CHECKERED WOODPECKER (Picoides mixtus)
Several good encouters, but the one "drumming" (sounded more like a bee buzzing really) near Dean Funes was 
memorable, and led us to our only Spotted Nothura.

DOT-FRONTED WOODPECKER (V eniliornis frontalis)
Great views in the yungas. Detected on three different days.

GOLDEN-OLIVE WOODPECKER (Piculus rubiginosus)
Several good encounters this year spread over three days.

GOLDEN-BREASTED (GREEN-BARRED) WOODPECKE (Colaptes melanolaimus)
Early in the tour we had quite a few.

ANDEAN FLICKER (Colaptes rupicola)
TaÞ and the Pampa del InÞernillo provided our Þrst.

CAMPO FLICKER (Colaptes campestris campestroides)
Common early on in the tour.

BLACK-BODIED WOODPECKER (Dry ocopus schulzi)
Tough, tough, tough. We Þnally heard one bird and while were all facing in the direction it had called from, Ruth 
saw it ßy out from behind a stand of trees from which the rest of us were blocked. This is just never an easy 
bird, and I'm still waiting to get a good look at one.

CREAM-BACKED WOODPECKER (Campephilus leucopogon)
A fantastic woodpecker that we saw several times.

Furnariidae
COMMON MINER (Geositta cunicularia titicacae)

Several seen well at the Pozuelos basin where we were able to discern the breast streaking that separates this 
bird from the following.

PUNA MINER (Geositta punensis)
Common on the altiplano.

RUFOUS-BANDED MINER (Geositta rufipennis)
Lots in Cordoba this year at the Pampa de Achala, and then more later on as well.

SLENDER-BILLED MINER (Geositta tenuirostris)
This can be sort of a hit or miss bird so we were lucky to get a good one above TaÞ. With its exaggerated bill it 
almost looks more like an earthcreeper.

SCALE-THROATED EARTHCREEPER (Upucerthia dumetaria)
We had them a couple different days and saw evidence of their diggings all over the altiplano.

PLAIN-BREA STED EARTHCREEPER (Upucerthia jelskii)
The separation of this species from the next is a bit dubious indeed, but several birds up high in the puna 
appeared and sounded as though they were of this form.

BUFF-BREASTED EARTHCREEPER (Upucerthia v alidirostris)
The great majority of the earthcreepers we saw around Abra Lizoite were these. Our Þrst ones we had above 
TaÞ.

ROCK EARTHCREEPER (Upucerthia andaecola)
A great one showed off for us on the Cuesta del Obispo road.
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CHACO EARTHCREEPER (Ochetorh ynchus certhioides)
Near the Salinas we had a couple pretty cooperative birds and heard them at several other spots.

OLROG'S CINCL ODES (Cinclodes olrogi)E

The weather was tough up on the Cordillera Central. It was cold and humid and raw but despite all that and the 
fog, we did manage a good view of one of these.

BAR-WINGED CINCL ODES (Cinclodes fuscus)

COMECHINGONES CINCL ODES (Cinclodes comechingonus)E

This was the only bird up around the Pampa de Achala that seemed at all responsive and thank goodness he was.  
We ended up with great looks at this endemic.

WHITE- WINGED CINCL ODES (Cinclodes atacamensis)

RUFOUS HORNERO (Furnarius rufus)
The national bird!

CRESTED HORNERO (Furnarius cristatus)
A couple nice pairs.

PLAIN-MANTLED TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a aegithaloides)

TUFTED TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a platensis)

BROWN-CAPPED TIT -SPINETAIL (Leptasthenur a fuliginiceps)
Unlike the others this bird shows a lot of rufous in the wing.

WREN-LIKE RUSHBIRD (Phleocryptes melanops)
"El trabajador" or "the worker", so named for its steady, long call.

OCHRE-CHEEKED SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis scutata)
A pretty spinetail we saw well in El Rey.

AZARA'S SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis azar ae superciliosa)
Far more variable than the book would make them appear (especially in terms of darkness on the throat) and 
rather more similar to Sooty-fronted than the books would make it seem either. Vocally however they are quite 
different. The buff brow on this subspecies is not always as obvious as you might think.

SOOTY-FRONTED SPINET AIL (S ynallaxis frontalis)
One bird seen well below the Camino de Corniza.

STRIPE-CROWNED SPINET AIL (Cr anioleuca p yrrhophia)
Commonly heard and seen.

SULPHUR-BEARDED SPINET AIL (Cr anioleuca sulphurifer a)
Only in BA do you have a chance at this bird on this trip and we did well with it there.

CREAMY-BREASTED CANA STERO (Asthenes dorbign yi dorbign yi)
Common and widespread on this trip in the arid and shrubby areas with some elevation.

SHORT-BILLED CANA STERO (Asthenes baeri)
Seen easily in the chaco and around Cordoba.

IQUICO CANA STERO (Asthenes heterur a)
Just one bird at the Cuesta del Obispo road was our only one, and not surprisingly as this bird reaches its 
southenmost point in Salta.

CORDILLERAN CANA STERO (Asthenes modesta)
Especially common below Abra Lizoite, but good views were enjoyed by all above TaÞ.

PUNA CANASTERO (Asthenes sclateri lilloi)
A couple nice birds seen in the tussock grass above TaÞ.

SCRIBBLE- TAILED CANA STERO (Asthenes maculicauda)*

He just would not come down for us this year.

LITTLE THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus sibilatrix)
Good views around Dean Funes.

STREAK-FRONTED THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus striaticeps)
Fairly common higher up, we had our best views above TaÞ but also found a nice nest on Cuesta del Obispo as 
well.
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FRECKLE-BREASTED THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus striaticollis)
Good views in BA.

SPOT-BREASTED THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus maculipectus)
Good views in Salta of a couple pairs and we also had some in Jujuy.

LARK-LIKE BRUSHRUNNER (Coryphister a alaudina)
What a cool furnariiad. We had several great encounters.

BROWN CACHOL OTE (Pseudoseisur a lophotes)
Sort of remind one of jays. These are common in the chaco and around Cordoba.

WHITE- THROATED CACHOLOTE (Pseudoseisur a guttur alis)E

YES!! Not common so we were fortunate to Þnd some cooperative birds on the day we left TaÞ. The birds in the 
northern part of the range differ vocally from those in the south and may warrant a closer look.

BUFF-BROWED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (S yndact yla rufosuperciliata)
Common in the yungas.

Dendrocolaptidae
OLIV ACEOUS WOODCREEPER (Sittasomus griseicapillus griseicapillus)

This is one of those birds that varies to such an extent throughout its range that eventually it may be seen as 
many different species. Keep an eye on where you see'em!

SCIMIT AR-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Drymornis bridgesii)
Got to be one of the craziest looking birds on this trip. The bill is too much.

GREAT RUFOUS WOODCREEPER (Xiphocolaptes major)
Now this is one big woodcreeper, and well-named at that.

NARROW-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Lepidocolaptes angustirostris)

Thamnophilidae
GIANT ANT SHRIKE (Batar a cinerea argentina)

This one is almost always tough. A few folks glimpsed one in Salta. The rest of us just heard him.

GREAT ANTSHRIKE (T araba major)
A nice pair in Cordoba.

VARIABLE ANT SHRIKE (Thamnophilus caerulescens dinellii)
Pretty common in the chaco.

RUFOUS-CAPPED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus ruficapillus cochabambae)
Good views of birds at Rio Yala.

STRIPE-BACKED ANTBIRD (Myrmorchilus strigilatus)
What a striking bird! We got good views of a pair in the chaco habitat this bird frequents.

Rhinocryptidae
CRESTED GALLIT O (Rhinocrypta lanceolata)

We had to work for this one, but Þnally we found a great one who ran across the road for us stopping long 
enough to show what a cool bird he is. Big for a tapaculo as well.

SANDY GALLIT O (Teledromas fuscus)E

This bird has deÞnately got personality. The one we had in the wine country outside Cafayate was impressive 
indeed. 

OLIVE-CROWNED CRESCENT -CHEST (Melanopareia maximiliani argentina)
We heard nary a one in Cordoba this year, but the Ceibalito Road is a good spot for this bird where we had one 
that was most cooperative. Another good-looking tapaculo.

ZIMMER'S T APACULO (Scytalopus zimmeri)
Only recently was it clear that this is the species along the Cuesta del Obispo road. Another bird of more Bolivian 
distribution that just barely makes it down into Salta. We had a couple real nice ones there.

WHITE-BROWED T APACULO (Scytalopus superciliaris superciliaris)E

Another endemic that made us work to get a view of him. Eventually we all saw him well.

Cotingidae
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WHITE- TIPPED PLANTCUTTER (Ph ytotoma rutila)
A sound that we all came to recognize easily by the trip's end. Sounds just like Þshing line being stripped from a 
deep sea rig. Neat birds.

Tyrannidae
SOUTHERN BEARDLESS-TYRANNULET (Camptostoma obsoletum)

GREENISH ELAENIA (Myiopagis viridicata)
One soggy-looking bird was on the Camino de Corniza while it was raining hard.

LARGE ELAENIA (Elaenia spectabilis)
A good showing by one bird near Dean Funes.

WHITE-CRESTED ELAENIA (Elaenia albiceps)

SMALL-BILLED ELAENIA (Elaenia parvirostris)

SLATY ELAENIA (Elaenia streper a)
The La Nina event kept a lot of these birds quiet, but we did have a nice one our Þrst day along the Rio Los Sosa.

HIGHLAND ELAENIA (Elaenia obscur a)
No less than three seen well this year. 

SOOTY TYRANNULET (Serpophaga nigricans)
Several seen well along a river. 

WHITE-CRESTED TYRANNULET (Serpophaga subcristata)
In BA it was still early enough that there were some of these around.

WHITE-BELLIED TYRANNULET (Serpophaga munda)
Common in the chaco.

"GRAY-CROWNED" TYRANNULET (Serpophaga "griceiceps")
Several seen well around Cordoba and especially near the salinas. Apparently there are some biologists working 
on this bird and hopefully it will have an ofÞcial name soon.

MOTTLE-CHEEKED TYRANNULET (Ph ylloscartes v entr alis)
Rather like an American Redstart in behavior. We had several good views.

ROUGH-LEGGED TYRANNULET (Ph yllom yias burmeisteri)
One bird in El Rey responded pretty well.

SCLATER'S TYRANNULET (Ph yllom yias sclateri)
These birds sound almost more like a furnariiad. We found them commonly in the yungas this year.

SOUTHERN SCRUB-FLYCATCHER (Sublegatus modestus)

SUIRIRI FL YCATCHER (Suiriri suiriri)
A single pair in the chaco was a nice treat.

WHITE- THROATED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus leucophrys)
Common higher up in the yungas.

BUFF-BANDED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus hellma yri)
Jujuy is a good spot for these, sort of kinglet-like little ßycatchers.

PLAIN TYRANNULET (Inezia inornata)
Around a couple of the farms we visited in the chaco this was a common sight and even more common sound.

GREATER WAGTAIL-TYRANT (Stigmatur a budytoides)
Full of personality.

TUFTED TIT -TYRANT (Anairetes parulus)

TAWNY-CROWNED P YGMY-TYRANT (Euscarthmus meloryphus)
A couple in the chaco.

PEARLY-VENTED TODY-TYRANT (Hemitriccus margaritaceiv enter)

YELLOW-OLIVE FL YCATCHER (Tolmom yias sulphurescens pallescens)
Mostly heard this bird did make a brief appearance but it was far from satisfying.

BRAN-COLORED FLYCATCHER (Myiophobus fasciatus)

CLIFF FLYCATCHER (Hirundinea ferruginea pallidior)
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FUSCOUS FLYCATCHER (Cnemotriccus fuscatus bimaculatus)
Good views of one bird that Ricardo spotted in San Lorenzo.

EULER'S FLYCATCHER (Lathrotriccus euleri)*

SMOKE-COLORED PEWEE (Contopus fumigatus)

TROPICAL PEWEE (Contopus cinereus)

BLACK PHOEBE (Sa yornis nigricans)

VERMILION FL YCATCHER (Pyrocephalus rubinus)

D'ORBIGNY'S CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca oenanthoides)
Never do we see many of these birds. This year was the same with good views of a single bird.

WHITE-BROWED CHA T-TYRANT (Ochthoeca leucophrys)
Bill spotted our Þrst one in TaÞ and later we found another up in Salta.

STREAK-THROATED BUSH- TYRANT (Myiotheretes striaticollis)

WHITE MONJIT A (X olmis irupero)
Beautiful and obvious ßycatchers.

SALINA S MONJIT A (X olmis salinarum)E

YES!!! One wonders if all the salt mining is adversely affecting these birds. It took us a while to Þnd one but when 
we did he was close and conÞding.

BLACK-BILLED SHRIKE- TYRANT (Agriornis montana)
A couple seen in the highlands.

SPOT-BILLED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola maculirostris)
A couple in the valleys of Tucuman.

PUNA GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola juninensis)
A pair was gathering nesting material on our last day of birding.

WHITE-BROWED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola albilor a)
Big ßocks of these birds (30+ on two different days) above TaÞ.

CINEREOUS GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola cinereus)
No less than a dozen were scattered about around Abra Lizoite.

BLACK-FRONTED GROUND- TYRANT (Muscisaxicola frontalis)
Handsome and elegant. Just as we were about to load up and head out, three of these birds appeared with one 
having a mouthful of nesting material.

ANDEAN NEGRIT O (Lessonia oreas)
Pretty common around Pozuelos this year.

CINEREOUS TYRANT (Knipolegus striaticeps)
One bird in the chaco performed very nicely for us. Another bird we often only see once or twice per trip.

ANDEAN TYRANT (Knipolegus signatus)
Good views on two days of one female and then later one male.

WHITE- WINGED BLACK -TYRANT (Knipolegus aterrimus)

SPECTACLED TYRANT (Hymenops perspicillatus)
Another handsome ßycatcher with a snazzy little display.

YELLOW-BROWED TYRANT (Satr apa icterophrys)
One seen brießy in the yungas of Jujuy.

CATTLE TYRANT (Machetornis rix osus)

DUSKY-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus tuberculifer)

SWAINSON'S FL YCATCHER (Myiarchus sw ainsoni)
Several good encounters around El Rey.

BROWN-CRESTED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus t yr annulus)

GREAT KISKADEE (Pitangus sulphur atus)

STREAKED FLYCATCHER (Myiodynastes maculatus solitarius)
This form, the austral breeding one, may be a different species, and is the likely candidate for a stray to eastern 
North America someday.
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PIRATIC FLYCATCHER (Legatus leucophaius)*

VARIEGATED FLYCATCHER (Empidonomus v arius)

CROWNED SLATY FLYCATCHER (Griseot yr annus aur antioatrocristatus)
Check out the scientiÞc name! It's the longest of its kind among birds. The chaco is a good place for these guys. 
Another bird that might stray to NA someday.

TROPICAL KINGBIRD (T yr annus melancholicus)

FORK-TAILED FLYCATCHER (Tyr annus sa vana)

Hirundinidae
BROWN-CHESTED MAR TIN (Progne taper a)

GRAY-BREASTED MARTIN (Progne chalybea)
Only around BA did we see this bird. 

SOUTHERN MARTIN (Progne elegans)
A few individuals seen at a couple spots with the best ones being at the Pampa de Achala.

WHITE-RUMPED SW ALLOW (Tachycineta leucorrhoa)

BLUE-AND- WHITE SW ALLOW (Notiochelidon cy anoleuca)

BROWN-BELLIED SW ALLOW (Notiochelidon murina)
There were 45+ of these birds over the Rio Yala. Certainly a high count for the country. This is the spot where 
we've seen them three years in a row now on Field Guides trips and we are apparently the only folks to have ever  
seen them in Argentina. My photos were supportive but perhaps not deÞnitive. 

ANDEAN SW ALLOW (Haplochelidon andecola)
A nice pair up high our Þnal full day of birding was a nice surprise.

TAWNY-HEADED SW ALLOW (Alopochelidon fucata)

BARN SW ALLOW (Hirundo rustica)

Motacillidae
CORRENDERA PIPIT (Anthus corrender a catamarcae)

Splendid views of singing birds in Tucuman.

SHORT-BILLED PIPIT (Anthus furcatus)
In the altiplano we saw quite a few.

HELLMAYR'S PIPIT (Anthus hellma yri hellma yri)
Higher up in Tucuman these rather buffy birds with sparser streaks were seen well.

YELLOWISH PIPIT (Anthus lutescens)
In the lowland lakes around Jujuy and Salta we found these birds singing and running about.

Cinclidae
RUFOUS-THROATED DIPPER (Cinclus schulzi)

Great views!! We had pairs in Tucuman and Jujuy that presented very nicely.

Troglodytidae
HOUSE WREN (T roglodytes aedon)

MOUNTAIN WREN (T roglodytes solstitialis)

Mimidae
CHALK-BROWED MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus saturninus)

PATAGONIAN MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus patagonicus)

BROWN-BACKED MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus dorsalis)
Along the Quebrada de Humahuaca and around Yavi we saw several.

WHITE-BANDED MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus triurus)
Just one bird in the chaco was our only one.

Turdidae
CHIGU ANCO THRUSH (T urdus chiguanco)

GLOSSY-BLACK THRUSH (T urdus serr anus)
Several heard and but one seen well in Jujuy.
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ANDEAN SLA TY-THRUSH (T urdus nigriceps)
Good views in Tucuman along the Rio Los Sosa.

RUFOUS-BELLIED THRUSH (T urdus rufiv entris)
The monotonous song of this bird was heard at several widespread spots and of course we saw it often as well.

CREAMY-BELLIED THRUSH (T urdus amaurochalinus)

Polioptilidae
MASKED GNATCATCHER (Polioptila dumicola)

Corvidae
PLUSH-CRESTED JAY (Cy anocor ax chrysops)

Smart-looking jays and Rio Yala is certainly a great place for this one. We saw several big ßocks there.

Sturnidae
EUROPEAN STARLING (Sturnus vulgaris)

In BA only.

Passeridae
HOUSE SPARROW (Passer domesticus)

Vireonidae
RED-EYED (CHIVI) VIREO (Vireo oliv aceus chivi)

RUFOUS-BROWED PEPPERSHRIKE (Cy clarhis gujanensis)

Fringillidae
PURPLE-THROATED EUPHONIA (Euphonia chlorotica)

Several birds in El Rey cooperated nicely.

THICK-BILLED SISKIN (Carduelis cr assirostris)
This one always takes some luck and some diligence. This year Yavi provided us a good, if rather unkempt, male.

HOODED SISKIN (Carduelis magellanica)

BLACK SISKIN (Carduelis atr ata)

YELLOW-RUMPED SISKIN (Carduelis urop ygialis)

Parulidae
TROPICAL PARULA (Parula pitia yumi)

MASKED YELLOWTHROAT (Geothlypis aequinoctialis)

BROWN-CAPPED REDSTART (Myioborus brunniceps)
A charming sprite of the yungas we came to know well. The one building a nest by the bus at Yala was especially 
memorable.

TWO-BANDED W ARBLER (Basileuterus bivittatus)

PALE-LEGGED W ARBLER (Basileuterus signatus)
One at Yala was some work to get as we had to hike up for it. This is the southernmost point of this bird's range 
apparently.

Thraupidae
COMMON BUSH- TANAGER (Chlorospingus ophthalmicus argentinus)

RUST-AND- YELLOW TANAGER (Thlypopsis ruficeps)
One the Þnal morning showed well for us.

HEPATIC T ANAGER (Pir anga fla va fla va)

SAYACA TANAGER (Thr aupis sa yaca)

BLUE-AND- YELLOW TANAGER (Thr aupis bonariensis)
Extremely common in some places, we saw them almost daily.

FAWN-BREA STED TANAGER (Pipr aeidea melanonota)
Good views around Yala.

Emberizidae
MANY-COLORED CHACO-FINCH (Saltatricula multicolor)

Cordoba was best for these this year, especially around Dean Funes.
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RED-CRESTED FINCH (Coryphospingus cucullatus)
Good-looking birds that were especially common around the private ranch we visited outside of Salta.

BLACK-HOODED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus atriceps)
Common in the highland valleys, especially in Jujuy.

GRAY-HOODED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus ga yi)

MOURNING SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus fruticeti)
We had a number of encounters but surely our Þrst was the most surprising as it came right in Buenos Aires at 
Costanera Sur.

PLUMBEOUS SIERRA-FINCH (Phry gilus unicolor)
Several good encounters especially toward the end of the trip in the altiplano.

RED-BACKED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus dorsalis)
YES!! Fortune smiled on us and we got great views of no less than six birds our last full day of birding.

BAND- TAILED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus alaudinus)
Near Abra Pampa we found a reliable small group of males and females.

ASH-BREASTED SIERRA -FINCH (Phry gilus plebejus)
Abundant this year in the highlands both in Jujuy and in Tucuman where we saw hundreds some days.

BLACK-CRESTED FINCH (Lophospingus pusillus)
Good views near Dean Funes and also in the chaco of this handsome bird.

COMMON DIUCA -FINCH (Diuca diuca)
Our Þrst one was right in the middle of town in La Quiaca.

RUFOUS-SIDED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza h ypochondria)
We looked all over for these birds along the Cuesta del Obispo road and Þnally found them at one spot where 
there were several dozen.

RUSTY-BROWED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza erythrophrys)
Seemed more common this year than usual. It was a common member of any mixed species ßock we found.

BLACK-AND-RUFOUS W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza nigrorufa)
Common around BA.

BLACK-AND-CHESTNUT W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza whitii)
Even more handsome than the previous species and only recently split from it.

TUCUMAN MOUNTAIN-FINCH (P oospiza baeri)E

We never see many of these and this year was no different. One pair in Tucuman in the dense fog was a lucky 
Þnd. Later some of the group had another pair in Salta.

RINGED W ARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza torquata)

BLACK-CAPPED WARBLING-FINCH (P oospiza melanoleuca)

RUSTY-COLLARED SEEDEATER (Sporophila collaris)
Just as we were leaving the reserve in BA, Bob spotted a nice male.

BAND- TAILED SEEDEA TER (Catamenia analis)

PLAIN-COL ORED SEEDEATER (Catamenia inornata)

PUNA YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis lutea)
Like canaries of the altiplano. Very yellow and often in ßocks of several dozen or more.

SAFFRON FINCH (Sicalis fla veola)

GRASSLAND (MIST O) YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis luteola luteiv entris)

BRIGHT-RUMPED YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis urop ygialis)
Our Þrst bird was a gorgeous singing male in Abra Pampa that we sat and watched in a daze by the gas station 
as we adjusted to the altitude.

CITRON-HEADED YELL OW-FINCH (Sicalis luteocephala)
Had a small group in La Quiaca and then 100+ in Yavi where they seem to make a good living.

GREENISH YELLOW-FINCH (Sicalis oliv ascens)
Common in the rocky valleys below the puna.

GREAT PAMPA-FINCH (Embernagr a platensis oliv ascens)
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RED-CRESTED CARDINAL (P aroaria coronata)

YELLOW-BILLED CARDINAL (P aroaria capitata)
Only in BA.

FULVOUS-HEADED BRUSH-FINCH (A tlapetes fulviceps)
Ricardo spished out our Þrst ones at San Lorenzo, and then we had another nice pair in Rio Yala.

YELLOW-STRIPED BRUSH-FINCH (A tlapetes citrinellus)E

Such a great bird. The brush-Þnches on this trip are good-looking birds and this one is an endemic. We saw it well  
repeatedly in Tucuman.

STRIPE-HEADED BRUSH-FINCH (Buarremon torquatus)

SAFFRON-BILLED SP ARROW (Arremon fla virostris dorbignii)
Multiple good encounters this year with this bird, especially along the Camino de Corniza.

STRIPE-CAPPED SPARROW (Aimophila strigiceps)

GRASSLAND SPARROW (Ammodr amus humer alis)
Only at the salinas in Cordoba did we Þnd this bird.

RUFOUS-COLLARED SPARROW (Z onotrichia capensis)
#10, #10... Daily.

Cardinalidae
GRAYISH S ALTATOR (Saltator coerulescens)

GOLDEN-BILLED S ALTATOR (Saltator aur antiirostris)
Another commonly encountered bird. It was among the most frequently heard birds of the trip.

RUFOUS-BELLIED S ALTATOR (Saltator rufiv entris)
GREAT! A gorgeous pair in Salta were conÞding indeed.

BLACK-BACKED GROSBEAK (Pheucticus aureo ventris)
The yungas provided many good views of this bird.

ULTRAMARINE GROSBEAK (Cy anocompsa brissonii)
Eventually we got one that was not in a cage.

Icteridae
YELLOW-WINGED BLACKBIRD (Agelasticus thilius)

LONG-TAILED MEADOWLARK (Sturnella lo yca)

BAY-WINGED COWBIRD (Molothrus badius)
Widespread on this tour, we got to know these birds well.

SCREAMING COWBIRD (Molothrus rufoaxillaris)
Very thin this year. We saw none in BA, few in Cordoba and fewer still in the Chaco. Curious.

SHINY COWBIRD (Molothrus bonariensis)
Common and widespread.

EPAULET ORIOLE (Icterus ca yanensis)
Seen three days of the tour with no less than six one day in Salta.

GOLDEN- WINGED CACIQUE (Cacicus chrysopterus)
Two pairs provided nice views.

SOLITARY CACIQUE (Cacicus solitarius)
We did well this year and got good views in the chaco of this secretive bird.

MAMMALS
BROWN HARE (Lepus capensis)

MOUNTAIN CA VY SP. (Microca via shiptoni)

GUINEA PIG (Ca via aperea)

CAVY SP. (Ca via tschudii)

CATAMARCA TUCO-TUCO (Ctenom ys knighti)
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SOUTHERN GRAY FOX (Pseudalopex griseus)
Zorros as they are called in Argentina. We saw several and saw them well.

CULPEO FOX (Pseudalopex culpaeus)
Almost like a small wolf, we had two on this trip, but the Þrst one in the fog in Tucuman was an ethereal and 
memorable experience.

JAGUARUNDI (Puma y agouaroundi)
WOW!!! Anytime you get to see a wild cat you are extremely lucky. We had multiple sightings of the same red-
brown individual as he was hunting back and forth across the road outside Dean Funes. We wondered if he was 
tracking one of the Brushland Tinamous we'd seen there earlier in the morning.

COLLARED PECCARY (Tayassu tajacu)
A couple seen roadside by Bob, George and a couple others.

VICUNA (Vicugna vicugna)
Hundreds this year. They were simply all over the puna.

BROWN BROCKET DEER (Mazama gouaz oubir a)
In Ycho Cruz we saw a brief one and later saw a newly mounted specimen of a tiny fawn in JV Gonzalez.
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
