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Our Amaz onian experience started with a ÒfriajeÓ , or cold front, shortly after we landed in Puerto 
Maldonado .  It would r ain off and on and get quite chilly o ver the next few da ys.  With only one da y at 
Reserv a Amaz onica, we opted for the canop y w alkw ay, nev er making it to Lago Sando val.  But as the 
weather impro ved, we prioritiz ed the specialties and did quite well on them while missing a number of 
more common and widespread species. 
 
Highlights were man y, usually with birds and mammals quite different from our own.  There were those  
big "charismatic" birds lik e Crested Eagle (perched near the canop y tower at P osada Amaz onas), 
Orinoco Goose (surprisingly colorful as it w addled on sandbars along the riv er), R azor -billed Cur assow 
(with its massiv e, casqued red bill), Hoatzins (peering down at us in groups with their red ey es, bare 
blue faces, and shaggy crests), the Amaz onian Py gm y-Owl that called persistently from the subcanop y 
as we look ed down on it; P avonine Quetzal (splendid in its red and green plumes), Curl-crested Ar acari 
(with its enameled, black, curly feathers on top of the head), R ufous-headed W oodpeck er (a candidate 
for the most beautiful of the woodpeck ers-- and that's sa ying something!), and Long-billed W oodcreeper  
(with its long, thin neck and bill, right in the canop y br anches beside us).   
 
There were the alluring forest skulk ers, more subtly handsome but wonderfully rew arding to see:  
Great Tinamous for aging quietly , leisurely on the dark floor of the forest; the sh y Starred W ood-Quail 
that burst into rollicking duets as they approached in response to pla yback; the pair of R ufous-capped 
Antthrushes that stood side b y side, their tails cock ed v ertically , as they sang; that cooper ativ e 
Amaz onian Antpitta that, ultimately , sang from an exposed perch, its throat expanding with each note; 
and Musician W ren, that phantom singer that disclosed its presence b y its ethereal song. 
 
There were the v ery local r arities, lik e White-throated Jacamar (3 birds lined up , singing, on the same 
br anch), P eruvian R ecurv ebill (carrying nesting material in its hea vy, wedge-shaped bill), and White-
cheek ed Tody -Tyr ant (a little gem of the big bamboo patches).  And there were the sheer aesthetic 
highlights, from the brilliant Plum-throated Cotinga and Band-tailed Manakin to the phenomenal 
gatherings of parrots and maca ws to cla y licks along the T ambopata.  My fa vorite of all w as a 
beha vior al highlight --the unconcerned for aging of a flock of P ale- winged T rumpeters, w alking all about 
us, at an arm y ant sw arm; that experience will be hard to match next y ear. 
 
Mammals pla yed a big part in our enjo yment of Amaz onia, from the noisy R ed Howlers and Dusky Titi 
Monk eys to the big troops of acrobatic Black Spider Monk eys, the surprise Cap ybar as and R ed Brock et 
Deer along the riv er, the big herd of teeth-snapping White-lipped P eccaries, and the two hungry T ayr as 
that came out into the TRC clearing to eat papa ya. 
 
It w as great fun sharing P eru with y ou guys.  Special thanks to Bill & Becky , W ayne & Dianna, and 
Susan for sharing y our memor able photos.   
 
Most of the group came a da y early , and we birded the P acific coast south of Lima.  Then we all birded 
for a da y to the north to Lomas de Lacha y.  The combined list for those two da ys is attached separ ately 
at the end.  T axonom y largely follows Clements' 5th edition and online supplements.  Apologies are in 
order to the Spanish language; our list progr am ex cludes the use of accent marks, etc.

GREAT TINAMOU (Tinamus major)

Heard almost daily (or nightly, anyway!), but one pair was seen very well by half the group as the birds walked 
across the muddy trail and continued to forage in a leisurely manner at TRC.

ANHINGA (Anhinga anhinga)

Ardeidae

CAPPED HERON (Pilherodius pileatus)

We had some Þne views of these beauties along the river and from TRC.

COCOI HERON (Ardea cocoi)

GREAT EGRET (Ardea alba)

LITTLE BLUE HERON (Egretta caerulea)

SNOWY EGRET (Egretta thula)

CATTLE EGRET (Bubulcus ibis)

RUFESCENT TIGER-HERON (Tigrisoma lineatum)

What a beauty!  Seen nicely at Tres Chimbades.

Ciconiidae

WOOD STORK (Mycteria americana)

A few ßying high over the Tambopata on our return trip.

JABIRU (Jabiru mycteria)

The Wood Storks were joined by one of these big white storks, uncommon here, and the sun shining through its 
wings was memorable against the clear blue sky.

Anhimidae

HORNED SCREAMER (Anhima cornuta)

Our Þrst one was sitting in the treetop at the edge of Tres Chimbades, and then we saw them well along the 
river.  Their calls carry a long way!

Anatidae

ORINOCO GOOSE (Neochen jubata)

This special goose of Amazonian rivers was seen well twice, both single birds along the river banks of the 
Tambopata, one at very close range.  (Susan got some good photos of it.)

MUSCOVY DUCK (Cairina moschata)

Cathartidae

BLACK VULTURE (Coragyps atratus)

Perhaps the only species seen daily on the tour.

TURKEY VULTURE (Cathartes aura)

A few along the river.

GREATER YELLOW-HEADED VULTURE (Cathartes melambrotus)

The common forest vulture, seen almost daily in Amazonia.

KING VULTURE (Sarcoramphus papa)

We had exceptionally good views of adults, especially from the canopy tower at Posada Amazonas, but also 
along the river.

Accipitridae
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GRAY-HEADED KITE (Leptodon cayanensis)*

SWALLOW-TAILED KITE (Elanoides forficatus)

Elegant.

DOUBLE-TOOTHED KITE (Harpagus bidentatus)

PLUMBEOUS KITE (Ictinia plumbea)

GREAT BLACK-HAWK (Buteogallus urubitinga)

In both adult and immature plumages along the Tambopata.  Especially nice was the immature bird with its wings 
spread in the sunlight after the rains.  Nice photos, Susan!

GRAY HAWK (Buteo nitidus)

This species seems to have become much more common along the Tambopata than in "the old days," perhaps 
owing to increased clearings along the river.

ROADSIDE HAWK (Buteo magnirostris)

= "Riverside Hawk"

CRESTED EAGLE (Morphnus guianensis)

Well, we thought we had one perched at a great distance on our Þrst morning in the PA canopy tower, but it was  
just too far to be sure.  On our next visit, however, there was a nice adult bird perched very near the tower--
perhaps too near, as it ßew shortly after we reached the top.  But it did land in a more distant tree where we 
could scope it.  It was likely the same bird or one of the same pair that probably nests nearby.  Very nice!

BLACK-AND-WHITE HAWK-EAGLE (Spizastur melanoleucus)

One over Tres Chimbades and one along the river on our Þnal day.

BLACK HAWK-EAGLE (Spizaetus tyrannus)

Two birds circled above the canopy tower at PA, screaming as they sailed.  Another bird was seen along the 
Tambopata.

ORNATE HAWK-EAGLE (Spizaetus ornatus)

One of these big hawk-eagles ßew right across the river at close range, but quite suddenly such that it wasn't a 
very satisfactory look.  Still...

Falconidae

BLACK CARACARA (Daptrius ater)

RED-THROATED CARACARA (Ibycter americanus)

These noisy things performed nicely along the trail at Posada Amazonas, and then Bill caught up with them when 
a group of 5 ßew across the river on our return trip to Pto Maldonado.

SOUTHERN CARACARA (Caracara plancus)

We were surprised to see this species along the road from the port near InÞerno to Pto Maldonado.  Pepe said 
they've colonized the clearings near town.

LAUGHING FALCON (Herpetotheres cachinnans)

Heard laughing at Tres Chimbades and seen along the river.

SLATY-BACKED FOREST-FALCON (Micrastur mirandollei)*

BAT FALCON (Falco rufigularis)

Dianna had a maximum count of 16 in one day, along the Rio Tambopata on our Þnal day in the boat.

Cracidae

SPECKLED CHACHALACA (Ortalis guttata)

SPIX'S GUAN (Penelope jacquacu)

BLUE-THROATED PIPING-GUAN (Pipile cumanensis)

RAZOR-BILLED CURASSOW (Mitu tuberosa)

One group had good looks at two birds near the steep parrot bank one afternoon, and the rest caught up with 
one along the edge of the tributary near the lick on our way back to breakfast after watching the parrots.  This 
one is easily missed!

Odontophoridae

STARRED WOOD-QUAIL (Odontophorus stellatus)

We found a responsive pair at TRC that circled us long enough that all managed to get a look--which is always a 
challenge.
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Opisthocomidae

HOATZIN (Opisthocomus hoazin)

A great bird!  Bill and Susan both got some great photos of the ones we saw right along the river on our upriver 
trip after the river had risen 15' overnight!

Psophiidae

PALE-WINGED TRUMPETER (Psophia leucoptera)

Well, we had seen this specialty rather nicely along the "trumpeter trail" at Posada Amazonas.  I was pleased.  
But it was nothing like what was to come at TRC--when Wayne came back to tell us he'd found trumpeters at an 
army antswarm very near the lodge.  It was fantastic!  They were preoccupied with foraging and oblivious to us, 
even crossing the trail at close range as we photographed them.  Yip! Yip! Yip!

Rallidae

RUFOUS-SIDED CRAKE (Laterallus melanophaius)*

GRAY-BREASTED CRAKE (Laterallus exilis)

We had to work at it for awhile, but ultimately we all had great views of these little skulkers in the rushes at Tres 
Chimbades.

GRAY-NECKED WOOD-RAIL (Aramides cajanea)

One bird wandered along the edge of the clearing at Reserva Amazonica.

Heliornithidae

SUNGREBE (Heliornis fulica)

We were about to turn back when Joyce spotted a bird foraging along the edge of Tres Chimbades, where a 
second bird emerged as we watched.  Very nice views.

Eurypygidae

SUNBITTERN (Eurypyga helias)

Another great bird that could have been seen on the cocha but seems more common along the river, where we 
saw two different groups of three birds.  We even got to see their sunburst in ßight!

Jacanidae

WATTLED JACANA (Jacana jacana)

Adults and immatures at Tres Chimbades.

Charadriidae

PIED LAPWING (Vanellus cayanus)

Elegant and seen well repeatedly along the river.

COLLARED PLOVER (Charadrius collaris)

Also along the Tambopata, but seen only on one day.

Sternidae

YELLOW-BILLED TERN (Sterna superciliaris)

LARGE-BILLED TERN (Phaetusa simplex)

Striking!

Rynchopidae

BLACK SKIMMER (Rynchops niger)

An old familiar along the river sandbars.

Columbidae

ROCK PIGEON (Columba livia)I
Pto Maldonado.

PALE-VENTED PIGEON (Patagioenas cayennensis)

PLUMBEOUS PIGEON (Patagioenas plumbea)

RUDDY PIGEON (Patagioenas subvinacea)

RUDDY GROUND-DOVE (Columbina talpacoti)

Pto Maldonado.
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PICUI GROUND-DOVE (Columbina picui)

Two birds seen (and photographed!) on the bank of the river at TRC represent a new species for the Reserve.  
They are regular in cutover areas around Pto Maldonado, but these birds were well upriver, again possibly 
colonizing upriver with increased clearing.

GRAY-FRONTED DOVE (Leptotila rufaxilla)

RUDDY QUAIL-DOVE (Geotrygon montana)

Psittacidae

BLUE-AND-YELLOW MACAW (Ara ararauna)

This is a terriÞc trip for macaws!  Yes, there was the clay lick at TRC, where we had good scope views, but our 
best views of the three big macaws were from the Posada Amazonas canopy tower, when the morning sun lit 
them up to full glory--as they ßew past (and some landed) at very close range.  This species might be the most 
beautiful of all.

SCARLET MACAW (Ara macao)

Our Þrst ones were in the trees at the Reserva Amazonica clearing.  They were with us then every day of the 
tour in Amazonia.  (And don't forget the chicos at TRC.)

RED-AND-GREEN MACAW (Ara chloropterus)

We had equally good views of this fabulous species.

CHESTNUT-FRONTED MACAW (Ara severa)

The most common of the smaller macaws, this species was seen almost daily, especially nicely in the red-
blossoming Erythrina trees on Atalaya Ridge.

RED-BELLIED MACAW (Orthopsittaca manilata)

Small numbers.

BLUE-HEADED MACAW (Primolius couloni)

We had seen two ßy-by's at Posada Amazonas, but our best looks were through the scopes at the TRC macaw 
lick, when Pepe picked out their voices amid all the psittacid "noise" and spotted them perched.

WHITE-EYED PARAKEET (Aratinga leucophthalmus)

DUSKY-HEADED PARAKEET (Aratinga weddellii)

BLACK-CAPPED PARAKEET (Pyrrhura rupicola)

We had dynamite looks at the ones that landed near the PA canopy tower.

COBALT-WINGED PARAKEET (Brotogeris cyanoptera)

SCARLET-SHOULDERED PARROTLET (Touit huetii)

Some of us had a nice view of one bird that was foraging high overhead along the trail at TRC--before a whole 
ßock ßew off.

WHITE-BELLIED PARROT (Pionites leucogaster)

These were dazzling in the morning sunlight--and pretty dazzling even midday!

ORANGE-CHEEKED PARROT (Pionopsitta barrabandi)

Seen well at Posada Amazonas (5) and then at the clay lick, where we watched them come down to eat clay.

BLUE-HEADED PARROT (Pionus menstruus)

What an aesthetic phenomenon to watch--and listen to--the masses of this species at the so-called macaw lick.  
It would be better named for this common (and dramatically beautiful!) species.

YELLOW-CROWNED PARROT (Amazona ochrocephala)

Seen well, but only at the TRC parrot lick, where there were many.

MEALY PARROT (Amazona farinosa)

Almost daily.  Their gray "dusting" of "ßour" is responsible for their name.

Cuculidae

DARK-BILLED CUCKOO (Coccyzus melacoryphus)

One bird was in the island-like scrub where we sat to watch the clay lick.

SQUIRREL CUCKOO (Piaya cayana)

GREATER ANI (Crotophaga major)*

SMOOTH-BILLED ANI (Crotophaga ani)

PHEASANT CUCKOO (Dromococcyx phasianellus)*
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Strigidae

TROPICAL SCREECH-OWL (Megascops choliba)*

TAWNY-BELLIED SCREECH-OWL (Megascops watsonii usta)

Seen nicely at TRC and heard nightly in Amazonia.

CRESTED OWL (Lophostrix cristata)*

SPECTACLED OWL (Pulsatrix perspicillata)*
Heard by Joyce from her room at Posada Amazonas.

AMAZONIAN PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium hardyi)

We had a terriÞc view of this mite from the canopy tower at Posada Amazonas.

FERRUGINOUS PYGMY-OWL (Glaucidium brasilianum)

Seen along the road from InÞerno to Pto Maldonado.

Nyctibiidae

GREAT POTOO (Nyctibius grandis)

We had heard it at Posada Amazonas, but then Bill E. spotted a day-roosting bird at TRC; and we all got to see it.

Caprimulgidae

SAND-COLORED NIGHTHAWK (Chordeiles rupestris)

During a couple of different evenings on the Rio Tambopata, we saw over 200 of these striking night birds, ßying  
like bats in the sunset.

PAURAQUE (Nyctidromus albicollis)

OCELLATED POORWILL (Nyctiphrynus ocellatus)

Heard regularly and seen in the daylight (!) when we ßushed one off the trail at TRC.

LADDER-TAILED NIGHTJAR (Hydropsalis climacocerca)

A nice female along the river.

Apodidae

WHITE-COLLARED SWIFT (Streptoprocne zonaris)

SHORT-TAILED SWIFT (Chaetura brachyura)

FORK-TAILED PALM-SWIFT (Tachornis squamata)

Trochilidae

NEEDLE-BILLED HERMIT (Phaethornis philippii)

We had a couple of nice looks at this straight-billed hermit.

REDDISH HERMIT (Phaethornis ruber)

Seen well along the trail into Tres Chimbades.

WHITE-NECKED JACOBIN (Florisuga mellivora)

BLACK-BELLIED THORNTAIL (Popelairia langsdorffi)

A nice male on the banks of the Madre de Dios at Reserva Amazonica was a scarce treat.

FORK-TAILED WOODNYMPH (Thalurania furcata)

WHITE-CHINNED SAPPHIRE (Hylocharis cyanus)

SAPPHIRE-SPANGLED EMERALD (Polyerata lactea)

On the hotel grounds at Pto Maldonado.

Trogonidae

VIOLACEOUS TROGON (Trogon violaceus)*

COLLARED TROGON (Trogon collaris)N
Seen nicely from the tower at Reserva Amazonica, and later we ßushed a female off a nest that contained a tiny 
nestling at TRC.

BLUE-CROWNED TROGON (Trogon curucui)

BLACK-TAILED TROGON (Trogon melanurus)

PAVONINE QUETZAL (Pharomachrus pavoninus)

We had a nice look at a calling and responsive male at Posada Amazonas, where we also heard a second territorial  
male at a distant location.
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Alcedinidae

RINGED KINGFISHER (Ceryle torquatus)

AMAZON KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle amazona)

GREEN KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle americana)

Momotidae

BLUE-CROWNED MOTMOT (Momotus momota)

RUFOUS MOTMOT (Baryphthengus martii)*

BROAD-BILLED MOTMOT (Electron platyrhynchum)

Galbulidae

WHITE-THROATED JACAMAR (Brachygalba albogularis)

A real specialty of se Peru, this species was seen quite well from the benches overlooking the clay lick area at 
TRC.

BLUISH-FRONTED JACAMAR (Galbula cyanescens)

Bucconidae

WHITE-NECKED PUFFBIRD (Notharchus macrorhynchos)

CHESTNUT-CAPPED PUFFBIRD (Bucco macrodactylus)

Two birds along the loop trail through the bamboo on the Tres Chimbades trail were a good Þnd.

STRIOLATED PUFFBIRD (Nystalus striolatus)

We called them in from the Reserva Amazonica tower, and Susan at least got some good photos of a singing 
bird.

RUFOUS-CAPPED NUNLET (Nonnula ruficapilla)

Seen nicely in the bamboo on the Tres Chimbades trail.

BLACK-FRONTED NUNBIRD (Monasa nigrifrons)

WHITE-FRONTED NUNBIRD (Monasa morphoeus)

YELLOW-BILLED NUNBIRD (Monasa flavirostris)

Usually the toughest of the Amazonian numbirds, this species was regular this year near the "lobby" at Posada 
Amazonas.

SWALLOW-WING (Chelidoptera tenebrosa)

Capitonidae

GILDED BARBET (Capito auratus)

LEMON-THROATED BARBET (Eubucco richardsoni)*

Ramphastidae

BLACK-THROATED TOUCANET (Aulacorhynchus atrogularis)

As split (with little analysis) from Emerald Toucanet, A. cyanolaemus.

LETTERED ARACARI (Pteroglossus inscriptus)N
There was an active nest at the edge of the TRC clearing.

IVORY-BILLED (BROWN-MANDIBLED) ARACARI (Pteroglossus azara mariae)

We had multiple Þne views of these beauties.

CHESTNUT-EARED ARACARI (Pteroglossus castanotis)

CURL-CRESTED ARACARI (Pteroglossus beauharnaesii)

This is the real specialty among the aracaris.  We had marvelous scope views of troops working through the 
canopy near the tower at Posada Amazonas.  One of Becky's favorites.

GOLDEN-COLLARED TOUCANET (Selenidera reinwardtii)*

CHANNEL-BILLED TOUCAN (Ramphastos vitellinus culminatus)

Both big toucans were seen well.

RED-BILLED TOUCAN (Ramphastos tucanus cuvieri)

A.k.a. White-throated Toucan, which is certainly more appropriate for this race cuvieri.

Picidae

YELLOW-TUFTED WOODPECKER (Melanerpes cruentatus)N
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LITTLE WOODPECKER (Veniliornis passerinus)*

RED-STAINED WOODPECKER (Veniliornis affinis)

GOLDEN-GREEN WOODPECKER (Piculus chrysochloros)N
This species had a nest that was visible from the canopy tower along the walkway at Reserva Amazonica.

SPOT-BREASTED WOODPECKER (Colaptes punctigula)N
As Bill W. reminded me, having recorded it in his little notebook, this species was sticking its head out of a nest 
hole along the Tambopata.

CREAM-COLORED WOODPECKER (Celeus flavus)

RUFOUS-HEADED WOODPECKER (Celeus spectabilis)

One of the ßagship bamboo species, this handsome woodpecker was seen well at Posada Amazonas, where we 
apparently stimulated a territorial boundary dispute between two pair.

LINEATED WOODPECKER (Dryocopus lineatus)

RED-NECKED WOODPECKER (Campephilus rubricollis)

Nice views at Posada Amazonas.

CRIMSON-CRESTED WOODPECKER (Campephilus melanoleucos)

Furnariidae

PALE-LEGGED HORNERO (Furnarius leucopus)

DARK-BREASTED SPINETAIL (Synallaxis albigularis)

RUDDY SPINETAIL (Synallaxis rutilans)

Seen by one group at TRC.

PLAIN XENOPS (Xenops minutus)

PERUVIAN RECURVEBILL (Simoxenops ucayalae)N
We had marvelous looks at a pair that had been calling spontaneously in the Guadua bamboo along the Tres 
Chimbades trail.  Along the side trail we saw a bird carrying nesting material that appeared to be plant material 
for lining a nest, on 22 July.  According to the Handbook of Birds of the World (v. 8, 2003), there is "no 
information" about breeding in this species.

CHESTNUT-WINGED HOOKBILL (Ancistrops strigilatus)

One cooperative bird came into good view below the canopy tower at Posada Amazonas as a ßock came through.

CHESTNUT-WINGED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (Philydor erythropterus)

TRC

CHESTNUT-CROWNED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (Automolus rufipileatus)

BLACK-TAILED LEAFTOSSER (Sclerurus caudacutus)*

Dendrocolaptidae

PLAIN-BROWN WOODCREEPER (Dendrocincla fuliginosa)

OLIVACEOUS WOODCREEPER (Sittasomus griseicapillus)

WEDGE-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Glyphorynchus spirurus)

LONG-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Nasica longirostris)

Highlight among the woodcreepers was a beautifully responsive Long-billed in the canopy near the platform at 
Reserva Amazonica.

CINNAMON-THROATED WOODCREEPER (Dendrexetastes rufigula devillei)

This big woodcreeper responded equally well at the same place.

AMAZONIAN BARRED-WOODCREEPER (Dendrocolaptes certhia juruanus)

JURUA WOODCREEPER (Xiphorhynchus juruanus)

Seen well at Posada Amazonas and TRC, this was a split from the Spix's/Elegant group, previously considered 
Spix's in SE Peru.

LAFRESNAYE'S WOODCREEPER (Xiphorhynchus guttatoides)

A split from Buff-throated Woodcreeper.

Thamnophilidae

GREAT ANTSHRIKE (Taraba major)*

BARRED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus doliatus)
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WHITE-SHOULDERED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus aethiops kapouni)*

PLAIN-WINGED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus schistaceus)

SPOT-WINGED ANTSHRIKE (Pygiptila stellaris)

DUSKY-THROATED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnomanes ardesiacus ardesiacus)

BLUISH-SLATE ANTSHRIKE (Thamnomanes schistogynus)

PYGMY ANTWREN (Myrmotherula brachyura)*

AMAZONIAN ANTWREN (Myrmotherula multostriata)

A.k.a. Amazonian Streaked-Antwren.

PLAIN-THROATED ANTWREN (Myrmotherula hauxwelli)

WHITE-FLANKED ANTWREN (Myrmotherula axillaris)

LONG-WINGED ANTWREN (Myrmotherula longipennis garbei)

GRAY ANTWREN (Myrmotherula menetriesii menetriesii)

BANDED ANTBIRD (Dichrozona cincta)

Heard on our way to the canopy tower at Posada Amazonas, this monotypic antbird was seen only by Tyrrell, 
Pepe, and myself, as we were the last folks coming down from the canopy tower on our second visit there.  It 
was calling along the trail on our way back and responded well.

A pair of this difÞcult-to-see skulker in viny tangles was seen nicely from the tower at Reserva Amazonica.

LONG-NOSED BAT (Rhynchonycteris naso)

These were the ones hanging under the branches in Tres Chimbades.

FISHING BAT SP. (Noctilio leporinus)

The large ones along the river.

SADDLEBACK TAMARIN (Saguinus fuscicollis)

They appeared just before our departure from Reserva Amazonica.  Nice cover photo, Susan.

COMMON SQUIRREL MONKEY (Saimiri sciureus)

A fairly common cutie, this species was seen in some big troops.  Wayne got good photos, but there wasn't 
room for another primate on the cover.

DUSKY TITI MONKEY (Callicebus moloch)

We saw--and heard--lots of these guys.  Wayne got a great photo (see cover).  Thanks!

RED HOWLER MONKEY (Alouatta seniculus)

Seen and heard well--and also photographed.

BROWN CAPUCHIN (Cebus apella)

Seen well on three different days.  We could hear them breaking the bamboo stalks to get at the goodies inside.

BLACK SPIDER MONKEY (Ateles paniscus)

We got to watch a couple of big, acrobatic groups at TRC, where they are generally scarce.

BROWN-THROATED THREE-TOED SLOTH (Bradypus variegatus)

This was our Þnal new mammal for the trip, and there were at least two on the wooded grounds of the Wasai 
Bungalows in Pto Maldonado.  Good spotting, guys!

GIANT ANTEATER (Myrmecophaga tridactyla)

Rarely seen inside the forest, this species was seen well by Wayne when he was out alone at TRC.

BRAZILIAN RABBIT (Sylvilagus brasiliensis)

On the "lawn" at TRC.

SOUTHERN AMAZON RED SQUIRREL (Sciurus spadiceus)

TRC

CAPYBARA (Hydrochaeris hydrochaeris)

We saw 11 in one group as we headed upriver and at least 4 on our way back down.  

BROWN AGOUTI (Dasyprocta variegata)

Fairly common in the rainforest.

AMAZON BAMBOO RAT (Dactylomys dactylinus)*
Heard only, but it was quite a sound!

TAYRA (Eira barbara)

The two Tayras that came into the TRC clearing to eat papaya were nicely photographed by Bill et al.  We had 
great looks.

GIANT OTTER (Pteronura brasiliensis)

A family group on Tres Chimbades was more curious about another boat that about ours.

JAGUAR (Panthera onca)

We were close at Posada Amazonas, where we found a track and some relatively fresh scat, but we didn't see 
any on this trip.  "Detected only."

COLLARED PECCARY (Tayassu tajacu)*

WHITE-LIPPED PECCARY (Tayassu pecari)

A couple of groups at TRC.

RED BROCKET DEER (Mazama americana)

Wayne found one of these miniature deer along the Tambopata on our way downriver.
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Additional Comments

     Among the man y other critters we encountered, a few deserv e special mention:  the v arious 
Spectacled (White) Caimans along the riv er banks; the really big Black Caiman in the cocha at T res 
Chimbades; the colorful green- and-brown Amaz on R acerunners (Ameiv a ameiv a) scampering around 
the clearings, especially the one at P osada Amaz onas that w as shedding its skin; the unusual Plica plica  
lizard on the trunk at TRC; all those "Side-neck ed Turtles" along the riv er and in the cocha; the big Bufo  
marinus, Giant T oad, and its tin y relativ e, Epipedobates trivittatus, the Three-striped poison dart frog, 
at TRC.  That's not to mention the ar achnids, foremost of which were the colonial spiders and the pink -
toed tar antula that liv ed in a hole in the bamboo ...or the man y tropical butterflies and the striking 
Urania moth, that diurnal sw allow -tailed moth so common along the riv er...or the fabulous hairy 
caterpillars, the leafcutters, the bullet ants, the arm y ants, or the fabulous r ainforest plants.  W e could 
go on and on; after all, once we got there, we were immersed in Amaz onia!
