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We enjo yed a full fourteen da ys of birding in a wide arr  ay of habitats in V  enezuela. Starting in the
Andes then heading to the v ast llanos and the wonderful Hato Pinero for four da ys of birding with the
feeling that the whole 200,000 acre r anch w as ours. W e finished up with fourda  ys in the Coast R ange
near Mar acay where we enjo yed a number of endemic species. W eather w as good throughout the trip
with little or no wind in the critical places of the higher Andes. The da ys were not too hot in the Llanos
but an afternoon siestaw  as alw ays welcome. W e did find some much- wanted clouds on our da vy of
birding the roads in Henri Pittier National P ark which in turn caused the White-tipped Quetzals to

become v ocal. On our last full-da  y we learned of a closure on the Choroni R oad due to a protest from
the townspeople o  ver the condition of the road. W e had to change our plans and this prev ented us
from returning to look for a handful of species that we had counted on. W e made-do with some new
birds along the lower slopes of the Ocumare R oad. Highlights of the trip were man y and included the
displa ying F asciated Tiger -Heron; the huge Jabirus at a nest in a tall tree; sev en species of ibis in one
day; the booming Horned Screamers in the Llanos; all of those Y ellow -knobbed Cur assows on a daily
basis at Hato Pinero; the group of Crested Bobwhite; multiple groups of close Scarlet Maca ws; the
rarely seen R ufescent Screech-Owl after dinner; the perched Spectacled Owl; a close view of a Little

Nightjar on the ground; the gorgeous colors of a perched R uby-Topaz Hummingbird; our wonderful look

at a pair of P ale-headed Jacamars; the bright colors of the Crimson-mantled W oodpeck er; the close
Ochre-browed Thistletail high in the Andes; a view of a calling Sharp-tailed Streamcreeper; the r arely
seen Scallop-breasted Antpitta for man y of us at dusk; fabulous R ed-ruffed Fruitcrow and brilliant

Andean Cock -of -the-R ocks in the same fruiting tree; entertaining White-bearded Fly catchers and all
those tanagers flocks in the Andes and the Coast R ange. One of the great sightings at Hato Pinero w as
an exquisite Giant Anteater |, the first1ha ve seenthere in aboutteny  ears, as it tried to hide in the
vegetation then ended up being seen as it w andered around inthe sa  vanna. A three-toed sloth and

nice looks at W edge-capped Capuchins and R ed Howler Monk eys were also nice complements to the

birds. Asw as quite evidentin ourtr  avels, reports of political unrest in V enezuela were greatly

exagger ated. W e felt welcome ev erywhere we went and all seemed to be the same from m y
perspectiv e as it had been for the last 15 y ears. Victor , Edwin and Jose took good care of us and

helped mak e ita memor able trip .

Several of these North American wintering raptors were seen, especially in the Andes.

WHITE-TAILED HAWK (Buteo albicaudatus)
We spotlighted two individuals at Pinero on one of our nocturnal forays.

ZONE-TAILED HAWK (Buteo albonotatus)
One seen at Pinero then a pair seen in the coastal lowlands on our last full day.

BLACK HAWK-EAGLE (Spizaetus tyrannus)
We saw a rather close individual soaring over us in Henri Pittier National Park. It was missing a number of Bight
feathers.

ORNATE HAWK-EAGLE (Spizaetus ornatus)
At least two sightings of this wonderful raptor.

BLACK-AND-CHESTNUT EAGLE (Oroaetus isidori)

This quite uncommon species soared right over the trail on the San Isidro Road on our second visit.

A few seen in a wide array of habitats.

APLOMADO FALCON (Falco femoralis)
Great looks at a few individuals in the llanos.

BAT FALCON (Falco rufigularis)

A wonderful scope view of two perched birds in the Mateje forest at Pinero.

RUFOUS-VENTED CHACHALACA (Ortalis ruficauda)

Good views of many individuals at Pinero.

BAND-TAILED GUAN (Penelope argyrotis)
We heard them in the early morning and some folks saw them brie8y. Always a shy bird.

ANDEAN GUAN (Penelope montagnii)
Some folks saw a couple of these in the Andes as they Bew.

YELLOW-KNOBBED CURASSOW (Crax daubentoni)
Many, many great views of this specialty at Hato Pinero, the best place in the world to see this species.

We had wonderful views of seven birds as they walked across a gap in the trees.

We saw a pair right together at Hato Pinero on our brst afternoon there.

Two birds were in the same area in a grassland during one of our Pinero night drives.

WHITE-TAILED NIGHTJAR (Caprimulgus cayennensis)
Several were heard and we saw a couple of them along the roadsides at Pinero.

WHITE-COLLARED SWIFT (Streptoprocne zonaris)

GRAY-RUMPED SWIFT (Chaetura cinereiventris)
A handful seen in the Coast Range.

WHITE-TIPPED SWIFT (Aeronautes montivagus)
Quite common around the building at Rancho Grande.

FORK-TAILED PALM-SWIFT (Tachornis squamata)
First seen by Ginny and Wes, we saw a few more over the forest at Pinero on our last morning.

Trochilidae

RUFOUS-BREASTED HERMIT (Glaucis hirsuta)
One buzzed in to a Heliconia Bower at our Posada in Maracay.

BAND-TAILED BARBTHROAT (Threnetes ruckeri)
We had a brief view of a perched individual along the San Isidro Road in the lower Andes. This is a quite high
record for this species.

PALE-BELLIED HERMIT (Phaethornis anthophilus)
A couple sightings in the lowlands.

SOOTY-CAPPED HERMIT (Phaethornis augusti)
WHITE-NECKED JACOBIN (Florisuga mellivora)
GREEN VIOLET-EAR (Colibri thalassinus)

BLACK-THROATED MANGO (Anthracothorax nigricollis)
A few nice looks at males and females.

RUBY-TOPAZ HUMMINGBIRD (Chrysolampis mosquitus)
After seeing a couple of female and immature males at Pinero we got a nice adult male in the scope showing all
of its colors.
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BLUE-CHINNED SAPPHIRE (Chlorestes notatus)
BLUE-TAILED EMERALD (Chlorostilbon mellisugus)
One of the more common hummingbirds we saw in the lower to mid-elevations.

GOLDEN-TAILED SAPPHIRE (Chrysuronia oenone)
One seen by a couple of folks at a Bowering tree in the lowlands near Ocumare.

BUFFY HUMMINGBIRD (Leucippus fallax)
After much looking we had great looks at this local specialty along the coast.

GLITTERING-THROATED EMERALD (Polyerata fimbriata)
Quite common in the llanos.
STEELY-VENTED HUMMINGBIRD (Saucerottia saucerrottei)
WHITE-VENTED PLUMELETEER (Chalybura buffonii)
SPECKLED HUMMINGBIRD (Adelomyia melanogenys)
A handful were seen along the San Isidro Road.

VIOLET-FRONTED BRILLIANT (Heliodoxa leadbeateri)
Nice looks at the feeders at Rancho Grande after our brst along the San Isidro Road early in the trip.

VIOLET-CHESTED HUMMINGBIRD (Sternoclyta cyanopectus)
Wonderful views of this Coast Range endemic feeding at the Bowers.

GOLDEN-BELLIED STARFRONTLET (Coeligena bonapartei)
A couple of good views of this high elevation species.

ORANGE-THROATED SUNANGEL (Heliangelus mavors)
Several seen well in the Andes.

BOOTED RACKET-TAIL (Ocreatus underwoodii)
A few females were seen and we had a male with the long tail slowly feeding in a tree above us along the San
Isidro Road.

TYRIAN METALTAIL (Metallura tyrianthina)
Quite common at the higher elevations.

LONG-TAILED SYLPH (Aglaiocercus kingi)
Great looks at a few individuals, what a tail!

LONG-BILLED STARTHROAT (Heliomaster longirostris)
We had pretty good looks at a perched individual near Baranitas on our brst morning of birding.

Trogonidae
COLLARED TROGON (Trogon collaris)
A few seen well.

WHITE-TIPPED QUETZAL (Pharomachrus fulgidus)
Great looks at several individuals on our brst morning in the Coast Range. A truely brilliantly colored bird. | would
have liked to save up some of our sightings for the next trip.

RINGED KINGFISHER (Ceryle torquatus)
AMAZON KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle amazona)
Great looks along the river at Pinero.
GREEN KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle americana)
GREEN-AND-RUFOUS KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle inda)
A wonderful look at a male along the river at Pinero where it was perched back through the vegetation but we
managed to position the boat to get everyone on it well.
AMERICAN PYGMY KINGFISHER (Chloroceryle aenea)
Seen by a couple of people as we walked the trail along the river.
Galbulidae

PALE-HEADED JACAMAR (Brachygalba goeringi)
After quite a bit of looking we found a pair and got very nice views of this small jacamar. Always one of my
favorites. Yip! Yip! Yip!
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RUFOUS-TAILED JACAMAR (Galbula ruficauda)
A handful of good sightings.

Bucconidae
TWO-BANDED PUFFBIRD (Hypnelus bicinctus)
Great looks at this llanos species.

MOUSTACHED PUFFBIRD (Malacoptila mystacalis)
After much looking we got one singing and ended up with great close views of it in the Coast Range.

Capitonidae
RED-HEADED BARBET (Eubucco bourcierii)
After a few individuals got away from us we ended up with very nice looks at both males and females in the

Andes on our second Visit.

Ramphastidae
EMERALD TOUCANET (Aulacorhynchus prasinus)
At least one was seen in the fruiting tree along the San Isidro Road.

GROOVE-BILLED TOUCANET (Aulacorhynchus sulcatus sulcatus)
Nice looks in the Coast Range of this endemic.

A handful seen well in the high Andes.

ANDEAN TIT-SPINETAIL (Leptasthenura andicola)
Good views of this interesting species in the Andes.
PALE-BREASTED SPINETAIL (Synallaxis albescens)
We managed to get some pretty good views from the back of the vehicle at Pinero.

STRIPE-BREASTED SPINETAIL (Synallaxis cinnamomea)
Always a tough one we had one or two calling quite closely then Bying across the trail.

CRESTED SPINETAIL (Cranioleuca subcristata)
Several nice sightings.

RUSTY-BACKED SPINETAIL (Cranioleuca vulpina)
This arboreal species was seen along the Cano at Pinero.

YELLOW-CHINNED SPINETAIL (Certhiaxis cinnamomea)
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OCHRE-BROWED THISTLETAIL (Schizoeaca coryi)
Great looks at this endemic to the high Andes of the Merida Andes.

STREAK-BACKED CANASTERO (Asthenes wyatti)
One of the brst species we saw at the high elevations in the Andes.

COMMON THORNBIRD (Phacellodomus rufifrons)
Very common around the llanos.

SPOTTED BARBTAIL (Premnoplex brunnescens)
After some confusion we realized we had wonderful morning looks at this handsome species.

PEARLED TREERUNNER (Margarornis squamiger)
Great looks at about three individuals in the Andes.
PLAIN XENOPS (Xenops minutus)
STREAKED XENOPS (Xenops rutilans)
Nice looks in the Coast Range.
MONTANE FOLIAGE-GLEANER (Anabacerthia striaticollis)
STREAK-CAPPED TREEHUNTER (Thripadectes virgaticeps)
One seen by George along the trails at Rancho Grande.

GUTTULATED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (Syndactyla guttulata)
A few saw this endemic rather well along the roadside in the Coast Range.
BUFF-FRONTED FOLIAGE-GLEANER (Philydor rufus)

GRAY-THROATED LEAFTOSSER (Sclerurus albigularis)
Great looks at a singing bird after we heard it scratching in the leaf litter along the roadside in the Coast Range.

SHARP-TAILED STREAMCREEPER (Lochmias nematura)
Wow, we ended up with a great view of a singing bird along a stream in the Coast Range. It was one of two
individuals, one of which had whitish spots all the way down the breast while the other had the spots restricted
to the throat.

Dendrocolaptidae

PLAIN-BROWN WOODCREEPER (Dendrocincla fuliginosa)
At least one was at the army antswarm we found at Pinero.

OLIVACEOUS WOODCREEPER (Sittasomus griseicapillus)

STRAIGHT-BILLED WOODCREEPER (Xiphorhynchus picus)
A few nice looks at this llanos species.

COCOA WOODCREEPER (Xiphorhynchus susurrans)
A few were seen well.

OLIVE-BACKED WOODCREEPER (Xiphorhynchus triangularis)
Nice rather close views of one along the San Isidro Road.

STREAK-HEADED WOODCREEPER (Lepidocolaptes souleyetii)
One or two seen in the Coastal lowlands.

SPOT-CROWNED WOODCREEPER (Lepidocolaptes affinis)

RED-BILLED SCYTHEBILL (Campylorhamphus trochilirostris)
A couple of vey good views at Hato Pinero of this unusual woodcreeper.

Thamnophilidae

BLACK-CRESTED ANTSHRIKE (Sakesphorus canadensis)
A few nice looks at another handsome species.

BLACK-BACKED ANTSHRIKE (Sakesphorus melanonotus)
This one took some looking but we ended up with great looks at this very local specialty.

BARRED ANTSHRIKE (Thamnophilus doliatus doliatus)

PLAIN ANTVIREO (Dysithamnus mentalis)
A few seen in the higher elevation of the Ocumare Road in the Coast Range.

SLATY ANTWREN (Myrmotherula schisticolor)
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RUFOUS-WINGED ANTWREN (Herpsilochmus rufimarginatus)
Nice looks at this treetop dweller and we even got to see the rufous patch in the wing.

WHITE-FRINGED ANTWREN (Formicivora grisea)
First seen ot our breakfast stop on our brst morning in the llanos.

LONG-TAILED ANTBIRD (Drymophila caudata)

WHITE-BELLIED ANTBIRD (Myrmeciza longipes)
Good views for some but it didn't cooperate the way we had hoped.

Formicariidae
BLACK-FACED ANTTHRUSH (Formicarius analis)
One walked right down the side track while we were looking for the next two species at Rancho Grande.
SHORT-TAILED ANTTHRUSH (Chamaeza campanisona)
Nice looks as it walked through the forest along the trails at Rancho Grande, a very tough species to see this
well.

SCHWARTZ'S ANTTHRUSH (Chamaeza turdina)
Seen well by a few folks including brie8y in the scope at Rancho Grande.

PLAIN-BACKED ANTPITTA (Grallaria haplonota)
We worked one that was singing for a while but could not get it into a place where we stood a chance to see it.

CHESTNUT-CROWNED ANTPITTA (Grallaria ruficapilla)

RUSTY-BREASTED ANTPITTA (Grallaricula ferrugineipectus)
We never had a close one calling.

SCALLOP-BREASTED ANTPITTA (Grallaricula loricata)
Great looks for many right at dusk in the Coast Range. A very rare and little known species it has only recently
been "discovered". Our hopes to return a couple of days later to re-bnd it for all were thwarted with the road
closure.

SLATE-CROWNED ANTPITTA (Grallaricula nana)
We heard one in the distance while in the temperate forest of the Andes.

Rhinocryptidae

MERIDA TAPACULO (Scytalopus meridanus)
Pretty fair looks for most along the roadside in the Andes. Called Brown-rumped Tapaculo on the checklist this
species has been split by Clements and is endemic to this area of the Merida Andes.

OCELLATED TAPACULO (Acropternis orthonyx)

Cotingidae

GOLDEN-BREASTED FRUITEATER (Pipreola aureopectus)
We ended up with great looks at this colorful bird in the Coast Range after we had heard them a few times in the
Andes.

HANDSOME FRUITEATER (Pipreola formosa)
Unfortunately, this species did not perform well. It moved through the Rancho Grande area with a Bock and a
couple of folks got it in the scope before it disappeared on us.

RED-RUFFED FRUITCROW (Pyroderus scutatus)
Nice looks at this Venezuelan rarity along the San Isidro Road as it fed in a large fruiting tree.

ANDEAN COCK-OF-THE-ROCK (Rupicola peruviana)
We ended up with several great views of brilliant males and a couple of females along the San Isido Road. One of
the truely amazing birds of South America.

Pipridae
WHITE-BEARDED MANAKIN (Manacus manacus)
We were surprised to bnd a couple of these snapping away near Baranitas on our brst morning.

LANCE-TAILED MANAKIN (Chiroxiphia lanceolata)
This one took a few encounters but we bnally got this colorful species well in the coastal lowlands.

GOLDEN-WINGED MANAKIN (Masius chrysopterus)
A brief encounter in the Andes.

Tyrannidae
*  BROWN-CAPPED TYRANNULET (Ornithion brunneicapillus)
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SOUTHERN BEARDLESS-TYRANNULET (Camptostoma obsoletum)
A few sightings including one at a nest in the coastal lowlands.

MOUSE-COLORED TYRANNULET (Phaeomyias murina)
Good views at a bird singing its dawn song in the llanos.

YELLOW-CROWNED TYRANNULET (Tyrannulus elatus)
FOREST ELAENIA (Myiopagis gaimardii)
YELLOW-BELLIED ELAENIA (Elaenia flavogaster)

MOUNTAIN ELAENIA (Elaenia frantzii)
One seen by George and a couple of others in the Coast Range.

TORRENT TYRANNULET (Serpophaga cinerea)
Nice looks along the surging river in the Andes.

OCHRE-BELLIED FLYCATCHER (Mionectes oleagineus)
OLIVE-STRIPED FLYCATCHER (Mionectes olivaceus)
SEPIA-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Leptopogon amaurocephalus)
SLATY-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Leptopogon superciliaris)

A few sightings and a commonly heard voice in the ocks in the lower Andes and in the Coast Range.

MARBLE-FACED BRISTLE-TYRANT (Pogonotriccus ophthalmicus)
A couple were seen with the Bocks in the Coast Range.

VENEZUELAN BRISTLE-TYRANT (Pogonotriccus venezuelanus)
Great looks at this endemic in with the Bocks in the Coast Range.

RUFOUS-LORED TYRANNULET (Phylloscartes flaviventris)
Wondeful views on our brst morning in the Coast Range, a very handsome little Bycatcher.

SOOTY-HEADED TYRANNULET (Phyllomyias griseiceps)

BLACK-CAPPED TYRANNULET (Phyllomyias nigrocapillus)
One was seen with a Bock in the temperate forest by Olive and me.

VENEZUELAN TYRANNULET (Zimmerius improbus)

A couple of these endemics were seen along the Choroni Road and lower in the Coast Range on the other side of

the mountains.

GOLDEN-FACED TYRANNULET (Zimmerius chrysops)
Good views of a few including a pair working a nest along the San Isidro Road.

NORTHERN SCRUB-FLYCATCHER (Sublegatus arenarum)
Our best views were of a pair at our breakfast site in the llanos.

WHITE-THROATED TYRANNULET (Mecocerculus leucophrys)
Quite numerous in the Bocks in the higher forest of the Andes.

PALE-TIPPED TYRANNULET (Inezia caudata intermedia)
Many seen well at Pinero.

PALE-EYED PYGMY-TYRANT (Atalotriccus pilaris)
A few good views in the llanos of this small Bycatcher.

SLATE-HEADED TODY-TYRANT (Poecilotriccus sylvia)
PEARLY-VENTED TODY-TYRANT (Hemitriccus margaritaceiventer)
COMMON TODY-FLYCATCHER (Todirostrum cinereum)

YELLOW-OLIVE FLYCATCHER (Tolmomyias sulphurescens)
Rather common at Pinero and we watched them at a nest along a trail at Hato Pinero.

YELLOW-BREASTED (OCHRE-LORED) FLYCATCHER (Tolmomyias flaviventris)
A common voice of the gallery forests of the llanos we saw a few of them well.

WHITE-THROATED SPADEBILL (Platyrinchus mystaceus)

Surprisingly, we got very good views of this usually difbcult to see species in the forests at Pinero.

FLAVESCENT FLYCATCHER (Myiophobus flavicans)
One was seen by a few folks along the upper reaches of the Choroni Road.

CINNAMON FLYCATCHER (Pyrrhomyias cinnamomea)
This handsome Bycatcher put on a nice show in the Andes.

FUSCOUS FLYCATCHER (Cnemotriccus fuscatus)
SMOKE-COLORED PEWEE (Contopus fumigatus)
TROPICAL PEWEE (Contopus cinereus)

BLACK PHOEBE (Sayornis nigricans)
The ones we saw, unlike their North American counterparts, have white in the wing.

VERMILION FLYCATCHER (Pyrocephalus rubinus)
A few at Pinero.

BROWN-BACKED CHAT-TYRANT (Ochthoeca fumicolor)
Nice looks at a handsome Bycatcher that was near our high point in the Andes.

STREAK-THROATED BUSH-TYRANT (Myiotheretes striaticollis)
A few of these were seen on the power lines in the high Andes.

PIED WATER-TYRANT (Fluvicola pica)
Rather numerous at Pinero.

WHITE-HEADED MARSH-TYRANT (Arundinicola leucocephala)
We saw one nice individual near Los Arenales at Hato Pinero.

CATTLE TYRANT (Machetornis rixosus)
It was strange to see this lowland species high in the Andes where they have moved upward with the cattle. We
also saw them in their normal habitat at Pinero where at least one was seen hitching a ride on a capybara.
DUSKY-CAPPED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus tuberculifer)

VENEZUELAN FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus venezuelensis)
Rather numerous this year in the coastal lowlands.

SHORT-CRESTED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus ferox)
At least one seen at Pinero.

BROWN-CRESTED FLYCATCHER (Myiarchus tyrannulus)
The most numerous of the Myiarchus Bycatchers we saw.

LESSER KISKADEE (Philohydor lictor)
Many good views, but always near water at Pinero.

GREAT KISKADEE (Pitangus sulphuratus)
Common.

BOAT-BILLED FLYCATCHER (Megarhynchus pitangua)

RUSTY-MARGINED FLYCATCHER (Myiozetetes cayanensis)
Quite numerous in some areas.

SOCIAL FLYCATCHER (Myiozetetes similis)

GOLDEN-CROWNED FLYCATCHER (Myiodynastes chrysocephalus)
A great scope view in the Coast Range.

STREAKED FLYCATCHER (Myiodynastes maculatus)

PIRATIC FLYCATCHER (Legatus leucophaius)
Only a couple were encountered.

WHITE-BEARDED FLYCATCHER (Phelpsia inornata)
Great views of this llanos specialty. We watched a couple of pairs in their duet calling where they pump their
necks and bodies in time to the calls.

TROPICAL KINGBIRD (Tyrannus melancholicus)

GRAY KINGBIRD (Tyrannus dominicensis)
A handful were seen in the open areas at Pinero.

FORK-TAILED FLYCATCHER (Tyrannus savana)

CHESTNUT-CROWNED BECARD (Pachyramphus castaneus)
Nice looks, also at a nest, in the Coast Range.

CINEREOUS BECARD (Pachyramphus rufus)
A nice look at a male, then later a female, in the coastal lowlands.
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MASKED TITYRA (Tityra semifasciata)
A couple of individuals.

BLACK-CROWNED TITYRA (Tityra inquisitor)
A nice pair seen at Pinero.

Hirundinidae

GRAY-BREASTED MARTIN (Progne chalybea)

WHITE-WINGED SWALLOW (Tachycineta albiventer)
Common around the lakes at Pinero.

BLUE-AND-WHITE SWALLOW (Notiochelidon cyanoleuca)
SOUTHERN ROUGH-WINGED SWALLOW (Stelgidopteryx ruficollis)
BANK SWALLOW (SAND MARTIN) (Riparia riparia)
A wintering migrant was seen at Pinero.
BARN SWALLOW (Hirundo rustica)
Motacillidae
PARAMO PIPIT (Anthus bogotensis)
George Bushed a pair high in the Andes and we ended up rebnding and geting nice scope views of them.
Cinclidae

WHITE-CAPPED DIPPER (Cinclus leucocephalus)
Great looks at a pair in the rushing waters of the Santo Domingo River. It is always great to watch these

entertaining birds.

Troglodytidae
BLACK-CAPPED DONACOBIUS (Donacobius atricapilla)
Great views in the marshy areas at Pinero of this odd wren.

BICOLORED WREN (Campylorhynchus griseus)
Nice looks on our brst morning of birding near Baranitas.

STRIPE-BACKED WREN (Campylorhynchus nuchalis)
Rather nemerous in the llanos. This was another that we saw at a nest.

WHISKERED WREN (Thryothorus mystacalis)
After varying degrees of success in the Andes we had a terribc look at a singing bird in the Coast Range.

RUFOUS-BREASTED WREN (Thryothorus rutilus)

RUFOUS-AND-WHITE WREN (Thryothorus rufalbus)
Seen in the Ocumare lowland, this has one of the prettiest songs among the wrens.

BUFF-BREASTED WREN (Thryothorus leucotis)
A handful were seen in the llanos.

HOUSE WREN (Troglodytes aedon)
*  MOUNTAIN WREN (Troglodytes solstitialis)

PARAMO WREN (Cistothorus meridae)
With a lot of effort we got some great looks at this endemic form in the high Andes. Many call this species
Merida Wren.

GRAY-BREASTED WOOD-WREN (Henicorhina leucophrys)

SCALY-BREASTED WREN (Microcerculus marginatus)
We had one under the bridge in the coast range where we got distracted by the close Moustached Puffbird.

TROPICAL MOCKINGBIRD (Mimus gilvus)

Turdidae

ANDEAN SOLITAIRE (Myadestes ralloides)
One was seen by Jim and a couple of others had a quick look along the San Isidro Road.

YELLOW-LEGGED THRUSH (Platycichla flavipes)
We enjoyed scope views of singing birds in the early morning in the foothills of the Andes.

GREAT THRUSH (Turdus fuscater)
Common in the temperate forest.
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GLOSSY-BLACK THRUSH (Turdus serranus)
We had a nice look along the Choroni Road.

BLACK-HOODED THRUSH (Turdus olivater)
A handful were seen in the foothills of the Andes.

PALE-BREASTED THRUSH (Turdus leucomelas)
BLACK-BILLED THRUSH (Turdus ignobilis)

COCOA THRUSH (Turdus fumigatus)
One was seen by a few of us at the antswarm at Hato Pinero.

BARE-EYED THRUSH (Turdus nudigenis)
A good number were seen and heard on our brst morning around Baranitas.

WHITE-NECKED THRUSH (Turdus albicollis)
A few seen nicely in the Coast Range where they were hopping around on the road in the early morning.

LONG-BILLED GNATWREN (Ramphocaenus melanurus)
A few views of this unusual bird.

TROPICAL GNATCATCHER (Polioptila plumbea)
Corvidae
GREEN JAY (Cyanocorax yncas)
Vireonidae
BROWN-CAPPED VIREO (Vireo leucophrys)
RED-EYED VIREO (Vireo olivaceus)
SCRUB GREENLET (Hylophilus flavipes)
A few seen in the llanos but the best views were in the coastal lowlands.
GOLDEN-FRONTED GREENLET (Hylophilus aurantiifrons)

RUFOUS-BROWED PEPPERSHRIKE (Cyclarhis gujanensis)
We ended up seeing several of these here and there.

Fringillidae

TRINIDAD EUPHONIA (Euphonia trinitatis)
Good views on our brst morning in the llanos then a common voice after that where we did see them a couple of
more times.

THICK-BILLED EUPHONIA (Euphonia laniirostris)

First seen in the foothills of the Andes we found a few more along the way.
GOLDEN-RUMPED EUPHONIA (Euphonia cyanocephala)

Great looks at this very colorful bird along the lower slopes of the Andes.
ORANGE-BELLIED EUPHONIA (Euphonia xanthogaster)

Those that came into the feeder at Rancho Grande were obviously the best views.

BLUE-NAPED CHLOROPHONIA (Chlorophonia cyanea)
First seen by Ginny in the Andes we found a more cooperative group of them on the Choroni Road in the Coast
Range.

ANDEAN SISKIN (Carduelis spinescens)
A few were seen near the small village high in the Andes.

YELLOW-BELLIED SISKIN (Carduelis xanthogastra)
LESSER GOLDFINCH (Carduelis psaltria)

Parulidae

TENNESSEE WARBLER (Vermivora peregrina)

TROPICAL PARULA (Parula pitiayumi)
We found a few of them in the Coast Range.

YELLOW WARBLER (Dendroica petechia)

BLACKBURNIAN WARBLER (Dendroica fusca)
The San Isidro Road had one or two of these with each Bock.

BLACKPOLL WARBLER (Dendroica striata)
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CERULEAN WARBLER (Dendroica cerulea)

The mid-elevation mountains of Venezuela is the area where a large percentage of the population of this bird

winters. We had about four of them with one 3ock in the Coast Range.
BLACK-AND-WHITE WARBLER (Mniotilta varia)
AMERICAN REDSTART (Setophaga ruticilla)

NORTHERN WATERTHRUSH (Seiurus noveboracensis)
One was actually in the building at Rancho Grande.

SLATE-THROATED REDSTART (Myioborus miniatus)
Quite common in the mid-elevations.

WHITE-FRONTED REDSTART (Myioborus albifrons)

Wonderful views of this distinctive warbler in the temperate forest where it is endemic to the Merida Andes.

CITRINE WARBLER (Basileuterus luteoviridis)
A brief view of one individual with a Bock in the Andes.

BLACK-CRESTED WARBLER (Basileuterus nigrocristatus)
Great looks at singing birds along the roadside in the Andes.
GOLDEN-CROWNED WARBLER (Basileuterus culicivorus)
THREE-STRIPED WARBLER (Basileuterus tristriatus)
A few seen along the San Isidro Road.

FLAVESCENT WARBLER (Basileuterus flaveolus)
Great looks on our last morning in the Coast Range.
Coeribidae
BANANAQUIT (Coereba flaveola)
Many.

Thraupidae
CHESTNUT-VENTED CONEBILL (Conirostrum speciosum)
A few good views of this llanos specialty.

WHITE-EARED CONEBILL (Conirostrum leucogenys)
We had nice looks at a male and female in the Ocumare lowlands.

BLUE-BACKED CONEBILL (Conirostrum sitticolor)
BLACK-FACED TANAGER (Schistochlamys melanopis)
COMMON BUSH-TANAGER (Chlorospingus ophthalmicus)

SUPERCILIARIED HEMISPINGUS (Hemispingus superciliaris)
We ended up with pretty fair looks at about three of them in a mixed-species 3ock in the Andes.

GRAY-CAPPED HEMISPINGUS (Hemispingus reyi)

This endemic species to the Merida Andes gave us good views in a few of the Bocks in the temperate forest.

FULVOUS-HEADED TANAGER (Thlypopsis fulviceps)

GUIRA TANAGER (Hemithraupis guira)
A couple of these colorful birds were seen at our brst stop near Baranitas.

HOODED TANAGER (Nemosia pileata)
Another specialty of the llanos.

GRAY-HEADED TANAGER (Eucometis penicillata)
A couple were with the other birds at the antswarm at Hato Pinero.

WHITE-SHOULDERED TANAGER (Tachyphonus luctuosus)
WHITE-LINED TANAGER (Tachyphonus rufus)

HEPATIC TANAGER (Piranga flava)

SUMMER TANAGER (Piranga rubra)

WHITE-WINGED TANAGER (Piranga leucoptera)
Another dazzler, we saw a couple of males and at least one female in the Coast Range.

SILVER-BEAKED TANAGER (Ramphocelus carbo)
BLUE-GRAY TANAGER (Thraupis episcopus)
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GLAUCOUS TANAGER (Thraupis glaucocolpa)
Two seen nicely at Hato Pinero where this species can be tricky.
BLUE-CAPPED TANAGER (Thraupis cyanocephala)
PALM TANAGER (Thraupis palmarum)
LACRIMOSE MOUNTAIN-TANAGER (Anisognathus lacrymosus)
Nice looks at another high elevation species from the Andes.

BLUE-WINGED MOUNTAIN-TANAGER (Anisognathus somptuosus)
We had a small group pf these along the Choroni Road.

BUFF-BREASTED MOUNTAIN-TANAGER (Dubusia taeniata)
One seen with a Bock in the Andes. This species is not nearly as common as the other mountain-tanager in this
area of the Andes.

FAWN-BREASTED TANAGER (Pipraeidea melanonota)

GOLDEN TANAGER (Tangara arthus)
Quite common in some areas but our best views were at the feeder.

SPECKLED TANAGER (Tangara guttata)

Another of the forest birds that gave us the best views at the feeder.
BAY-HEADED TANAGER (Tangara gyrola)

Also rather common and another feeder species.

BURNISHED-BUFF TANAGER (Tangara cayana)
Several were encountered in the lowland areas and llanos.

RUFOUS-CHEEKED TANAGER (Tangara rufigenis)
We had this endemic in a Bock along the Choroni Road for a spell but it got away before some could get better
looks at it.

BLUE-NECKED TANAGER (Tangara cyanicollis)
A real dazzler from the foothills of the Andes.

BERYL-SPANGLED TANAGER (Tangara nigroviridis)
Good views at the pass on the Choroni Road.

BLUE-AND-BLACK TANAGER (Tangara vassorii)
A few were in each Bock in the Andes.

BLACK-CAPPED TANAGER (Tangara heinei)
Also seen well at the pass on the Choroni Road.

BLUE DACNIS (Dacnis cayana)

GREEN HONEYCREEPER (Chlorophanes spiza)
This bird was rather aggressive at the feeder at Rancho Grande.

PURPLE HONEYCREEPER (Cyanerpes caeruleus)
This and the next species were seen in the large Bowering tree in the coastal lowlands.

RED-LEGGED HONEYCREEPER (Cyanerpes cyaneus)
SWALLOW TANAGER (Tersina viridis)

A colorful male was scoped at the mine on the San Isidro Road.
Emberizidae

PILEATED FINCH (Coryphospingus pileatus)
Good views in the llanos.

PLUMBEOUS SIERRA-FINCH (Phrygilus unicolor)
One was seen at the Paramo Wren spot high in the Andes.

BLUE-BLACK GRASSQUIT (Volatinia jacarina)

GRAY SEEDEATER (Sporophila intermedia)
Seen just after getting off the plane in Barinas.

YELLOW-BELLIED SEEDEATER (Sporophila nigricollis)

LARGE-BILLED SEED-FINCH (Oryzoborus crassirostris)
A nice look at a responsive bird in the forest at Hato Pinero.

WHITE-SIDED FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossa albilatera)
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MERIDA FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossa gloriosa)
We enjoyed nice views of this endemic to the Merida Andes.

BLUISH FLOWERPIERCER (Diglossopis caerulescens)

SAFFRON FINCH (Sicalis flaveola)
Rather common in the llanos.

RED-CAPPED CARDINAL (Paroaria gularis nigrogenis)
The adult males are really brilliant.

SLATY BRUSH-FINCH (Atlapetes schistaceus)
A few were seen with the Bocks in the temperate forest of the Andes.

YELLOW-BROWED SPARROW (Ammodramus aurifrons)
We saw this open country species quite well at Pinero.

RUFOUS-COLLARED SPARROW (Zonotrichia capensis)
Common at the highest elevations.

Cardinalidae

STREAKED SALTATOR (Saltator striatipectus)

GRAYISH SALTATOR (Saltator coerulescens)

BUFF-THROATED SALTATOR (Saltator maximus)

ORINOCAN SALTATOR (Saltator orenocensis)
This one took some looking but we were rewarded with a close view of one at Hato Pinero.

DICKCISSEL (Spiza americana)
George spotted a Bock of these in the low llanos on our drive to Acarigua.
Icteridae
YELLOW-HOODED BLACKBIRD (Chrysomus icterocephalus)
EASTERN MEADOWLARK (Sturnella magna)
Several were about the hotel grounds in the Andes.
CARIB GRACKLE (Quiscalus lugubris)
SHINY COWBIRD (Molothrus bonariensis)
A small group was at one of our early stops on our brst day.
YELLOW ORIOLE (Icterus nigrogularis)

ORANGE-CROWNED ORIOLE (Icterus auricapillus)
Seen by a few folks in the Ocumare lowlands.

VENEZUELAN TROUPIAL (Icterus icterus)
Seen daily at Pinero. We watched about three or four individuals at a large thornbird nest at dusk where they
were certainly going in to roost for the night.

YELLOW-RUMPED CACIQUE (Cacicus cela)

SUBTROPICAL CACIQUE (Cacicus uropygialis)
A few folks saw this bird By over along the San Isidro Road.

CRESTED OROPENDOLA (Psarocolius decumanus)
Seen on all of the days except when we were in the higher parts of the Andes.

RUSSET-BACKED OROPENDOLA (Psarocolius angustifrons)
Those that took over the feeders at Rancho Grande gave us the best looks, until we chased thme away.

ORIOLE BLACKBIRD (Gymnomystax mexicanus)
Our only sighting was of three individuals along the roadside in Barinas while we were buying ice for the cooler.

MAMMALS

RED HOWLER MONKEY (Alouatta seniculus)
Many seen well. Those close ones that we could see howling along the Choroni Road were especially entertaining.

WEDGE-CAPPED CAPUCHIN (Cebus olivaceus)
A few of these were seen at Hato Pinero.
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BROWN-THROATED THREE-TOED SLOTH (Bradypus variegatus)
A nice scope view of a napping, then scratching, individual in the Coast Range. We could even count the toes.

GIANT ANTEATER (Myrmecophaga tridactyla)
Wow! What a great animal. We happened to be in the right place to see one in the thick vegetation below the

vehicle at Pinero, then we hung around until it walked into the open. A very beautiful and impressive beast.
RED-TAILED SQUIRREL (Sciurus granatensis)
CAPYBARA (Hydrochaeris hydrochaeris)
We saw a lot of these in the wetlands at Pinero.
CRAB-EATING FOX (Cerdocyon thous)
Numerous at Pinero.
WHITE-NOSED COATI (Nasua narica)
One seen along the San Isidro Road.

TAYRA (Eira barbara)
We were fortunate to ee this one along a trail at Pinero on our last morning there. This large arboreel weasel is a

tough one to see.

WHITE-TAILED DEER (Odocoileus virginianus)
Lots of these at Pinero providing food for the Jaguars.
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
